	Ms. Price called for a motion.  Ms. Tytler moved the motion Health Department Consent Agenda, with the exception of Agenda Item 7, Abolish/Create Full-Time Public Health Nurse for Clinics and Horizon House/Per-Diem Registered Professional Nurse/Per-Diem Public Health Nurse which was pulled at the request of Ms. Tytler for further discussion, seconded by Mr. Steger.  Ms. Price requested background information from Ms. Gailor in regards to this resolution.  Ms. Gailor explained that several months a full-time Public Health Nurse (PHN) position was created to split time between our clinic program and Horizon House.  She added that they have been unable to recruit for that position and added that this is in conjunction with Item 13 on the agenda.  She expressed that Item 13 is in regards to the recruitment of a person in the Mental Health department.   She further explained that she believes Mental Health has recruited someone who is a Registered Nurse (RN) and also a Social Worker.  She added that she believes the intent is to have that individual cover the Horizon House nursing needs as well as counseling.  She stated that she still needs a part-time nurse in the clinics.  She added that she would like to have that position filled with a PHN, which requires a bachelor’s degree so that the person can run some of the programs.  She further discussed the difficulties in trying to recruit a full-time individual for that position and added they may be more successful in recruiting a part-time person.  She added that she would like to fill the position with a PHN but will take a RN if they can recruit one.  She expressed the need to fill this position because it has been almost a year the position has been vacant and people have been filling in and using overtime to do so.  Ms. Tytler inquired about the benefits associated with this position.  Mr. Schrader stated that the position will be per diem and there will be no benefits.  Ms. Tytler asked if the full time position did have benefits.  Mr. Schrader and Ms. Gailor stated that the position was full time with benefits.  Ms. Tytler inquired if this was a cost savings.  Mr. Schrader explained that combined with Agenda Item 13 it will be a cost savings.

	Ms. Price called for a motion.  Ms. Tytler moved the motion, seconded by Mr. Tagliente.  Ms. Tytler stated that she is aware that this blends with Agenda Item 7.  Mr. Schrader stated that this is to abolish a part-time Licensed Master Social Worker (LMSW) and create a full-time position that will have part-time responsibilities as an RN to assist the Dr. and part-time responsibilities as a LMSW.  Ms. Tytler inquired is the one individual has both degrees necessary to fulfill this full-time position.  Mr. Schrader stated that the individual does.  Ms. Tytler inquired if the position was going to be filled by one person.  Mr. Schrader stated that the plan is to hire this individual full-time with benefits but she is splitting her responsibilities between the health aspect of the clinic and the clinical aspect of the clinic.  Ms. Tytler inquired about the per diem piece that Ms. Gailor was discussing.  Mr. Schrader stated that position was in here health clinic downstairs.  Ms. Tytler further inquired if the position is full time.  Mr. Schrader stated that the position is full-time in the Mental Health Department.   He added that the individual will spend some time in Horizon House and take over the portion done by Public Health, she will do some RN work for the Dr. and a LMSW for the clinic.  Ms. Tytler inquired further about the position.  Mr. Schrader stated that the position is for a full-time position with benefits fulfilling multiple roles within the same department.  Mr. Schrader expressed that due to the fact that the individual will be covered under two union contracts the wording in the resolution was not easy.  He explained that the person will be following 10 hours under the NYSNA contract and 27.5 hours under the CSEA contract.  He added that benefits will be contingent upon what role they are fulfilling during the day.  He stated this position will have benefits.  Ms. Tytler inquired about the pay grade of this person.  Mr. Schrader explained the rate of pay will change based upon the role they are playing during the day.  Ms. Tytler stated that this is complicated.  Mr. Schrader stated that he was aware of that and has attempted to simplify it.   He added that benefits are under two unions also and discussed how this will work.  He discussed her tracking her hours.
