	Introduction of Mr. Larry Tingley

	Discussion
	Mr. Kilmer introduced Mr. Tingley. He said that the Community Services Board was looking to hire a part-time Community Services Director to evaluate the department. That is where Mr. Larry Tingley came in. Mr. Tingley told the committee that prior to coming to Cortland he had worked as the Community Services Director in Jefferson County for more than 20 years. He said he started here in Cortland at the end of September, and is enjoying the job. He said he will be looking into the funding summaries for contracting agencies. At Mr. Tingley’s suggestion, the Community Services Board has requested that all agencies provide a copy of the 2009 budgets, with a narrative and a presentation, as constituted by the Mental Hygiene Law. This will allow the Community Services Board to adjust to potential state aid cuts, and ensure that quality services being provided in a cost-effective way. Ms. Price asked about Mr. Tingley’s duties in Jefferson County. Mr. Tingley said that Jefferson County did not have services or programs that were not mandated. Ms. Price asked if this means that Jefferson County has had great success in contracting out Mental Health Services. Mr. Tingley said there is both advantages and disadvantages to running your own Mental Health Clinic. Mr. Tingley said the NYS Office of Mental Retardation and Developmental Disabilities, while potentially cutting funding, is also asking about the possibility of implementing new programs, and he is considering a free-standing respite program. He said Cortland County is the only county in Central New York that does not have such a program. He said he is reviewing and establishing policies and procedures. For example, he said he has worked with Mr. Kilmer to revise the policy on involuntary hospitalization. Ms. Wilcox asked if there has been any progress with CRMC regarding the pick-up process. Mr. Tingley said they are still working to iron out the details.
