Wood for appointment to the office of Commissioner of Elections on June 5, 2008 which was not acted upon by the legislature or the members of the legislature who are members of the Democrat Party.

RESOLVED, that the legislature finds that the Chairman of Democrat County Committee, William J. Wood, filed a certificate recommending Mary E. Leonard for appointment to the Office of Commissioner of Elections on August 29, 2008 which was not acted upon by the legislature or the members of the legislature who are members of the Democrat Party.

RESOLVED, that the legislature finds that the Chairman of the Democrat County Committee, William J. Wood, filed a certificate recommending himself for appointment to the Office of Commissioner of Elections on December 8, 2008.

RESOLVED, that the legislature finds that the certificate filed on December 8, 2008, is untimely.
