Minutes
Public Hearing
Chairman Daniels opened the public hearing at approximately 6:01 p.m. The Clerk of the Legislature read the legal notice advertising the public hearing. Chairman Daniels asked three times if there was anyone present who wished to speak in favor, or against the Cortland County Consolidated Agricultural District. As no person wished to speak, Mr. Daniels closed the public hearing. 

Chairman Daniels opened the public hearing at approximately 6:03 p.m. The Clerk of the Legislature read the legal notice advertising the public hearing. Chairman Daniels asked three times if there was anyone present who wished to speak in favor, or against Local Law #3 of 2008 – “Local Law Providing for Enhanced Personal Privacy Protection for Documents Recorded in the Office of the County Clerk, and Authorizing an Increase in Fees Collected by the County Clerk for the Recording, Entering, Indexing and Endorsing a Certificate on any Instrument.” Mr. Willcox asked what effect the law will have. Mr. Schrader said the law requires the redaction of any personal identification information from documents filed at the County Clerk’s Office and also increases fees for filing. As no other person wished to speak, Mr. Daniels closed the public hearing. 

Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. The legislature remained standing for a moment of silence for former McGraw Village Trustee Ted Doty. Ms. Price noted that Mr. Doty was also the county’s Veteran’s Office for many years. Mr. Tagliente said he also worked for the American Legion Essay Contest for a long time. The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. All members were present.
Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the November 20, 2008 Regular Session. Moved by Mr. Troy, seconded by Mr. Willcox. The minutes were unanimously approved. 
Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the December 4, 2008 Special Meeting. Mr. Willcox made a motion, seconded by Mr. Spaulding. The minutes were 

Proclamations & Recognitions
The Clerk read a recognition of the Marathon Girls Soccer Team. The Clerk called upon Mr. Cornell to present the recognition to the coach. Mr. Cornell noted that this is only the fifth year of the program, and capturing a state title in that amount of time is an exceptional feat. Team captains thanked the legislature for the honor. 
Privilege of the Floor

Mr. Daniels read a statement outlining the rules and procedure for privilege of the floor, requesting that each speaker keep their comments to no more than three minutes. 

Mr. Kevin Whitney, Deputy Coordinator of Training and Communications for Cortland County, thanked the legislature for their support in the new Cortlandville Training Center. He presented a plaque to Chairman Daniels, thanking the Legislature. He said that 543 people have used the facility since it opened in September. 

Mr. Joe Sturdevant of Cortland spoke in support of the Tioghnioga River Trail. He said that over the years little has changed with the project, except the economy. He said that the grants already received could be very important to the county in terms of jobs. He said that the opportunity exists to meet the projected shortfall with additional grants, and if those grants can not be achieved, then the project should not go through, as county taxpayers are already burdened enough.

Ms. Angela Wilde of Cortland spoke in support of the Tioghnioga River Trail. She said the Friends of the River Trail believes they can find the money for the trail, and there would be no costs to the taxpayers. She said if FORT can’t get the necessary money, then abandon the project, but she asked that they be given the opportunity to try to obtain the funds. She said the potential of a $3 million investment in the community should not be taken lightly, and that money will go elsewhere if the project is abandoned. 
Ms. Holly Greer of Cortland spoke in support of the Tioghnioga River Trail. Ms. Greer said the trail could enhance the quality of life in Cortland County, and could also increase tourism in the area. 
Ms. Doris Wright of Homer spoke in support of the Tioghnioga River Trail. She read an article from the Napa Valley Register regarding the values of a walking/biking path. She said not everyone can afford gym memberships and the River Trail would be available to everyone. She urged the legislature to support the trail.

Ms. Angela Perry of Truxton spoke in favor of the Tioghnioga River Trail. She said she is the bicycle safety officer for Cornell Cooperative Extension. She distributed a packet of materials to the legislature regarding safety issues and monetary figures related to a walking/biking trail. She showed a map of regional trails throughout New York State and said that there is an increasing trend in similar trails and she did not want Cortland County to miss out on such a great opportunity. Mr. Waldbauer pointed out that many of the numbers presented in Ms. Perry’s report indicate the trail would be for transportation, whereas he sees the trail as more recreational. Ms. Perry said that a portion of the funding is from the highway department, which views the trail as an alternate route. She also said that Route 11 can often be difficult for bikers and pedestrians to travel on. 
Mr. Peter VanderWoude of Cortland spoke in favor of the Tioghnioga River Trail. He spoke of his boyhood days growing up on the river and said that many youths of today do not have that experience. He said the River Trail would provide that experience and create a link between today’s youth and their community. He said he would like the legislature to allow FORT the opportunity to work with Thoma Development to get the necessary grant funding. 
Andrea Rankin of Cortland spoke in support of the Tioghnioga River Trail. She said there is a major movement in New York to create trails, from Buffalo to Albany and throughout the Southern Tier. She said Cortland could and should be a part of that initiative. She read two letters, the first from City Police Chief Jim Nichols stating that there would not be an unmanageable amount of police protection needed if the trail were built. The second letter was from the new owner of Riverside Plaza, expressing support and cooperation in an easement for the trail. 

Presentation of Petitions, Communications, and Notices

Mr. Bill Cinquanti and Mr. Jay Franklin of CAMA Consultants gave a presentation of the recent Countywide Assessment Study. Mr. Cinquanti said the county has received a $25,000 grant from the New York State Real Property Tax Services to hire CAMA Consultants to do the study, and upon Receiving and Filing the report at this meeting, the county will be eligible for a second $25,000 for implementation of the study’s recommendations. There are 16 distinct taxing jurisdictions, but only five assessors covering those area. There are four towns that contract with the county for assessment services. He said the study compared costs of the last three years and looked into the possibility of a coordinated assessment program, which would provide one assessor for all the towns. Another option is a county assessment office, like what is established in Tompkins County. He said either of these options has the potential to save money and provide a better service. He said several of the assessors in Cortland County will be retiring soon, and there needs to be programs in place to assist the taxing districts when that happens. He asked the legislature to review the study and evaluate what might be the best course of action for Cortland County. Ms. Tytler asked about the response from the taxing districts and the respective assessors. Mr. Cinquanti said that several towns are interested in participating in a county program, but not all of them. Mr. Cinquanti said the county wants to be in a position to offer services to towns when they need assistance, but the county Real Property Office is not looking to put any current assessors out of business, or force municipalities to contract with the county for assessment services. Mr. Schrader said he has concerns with how NYS handles assessment with regards to school districts existing in multiple towns and even counties. 
Receive & File Reports of Standing, Special and Ad-Hoc Committees

Ms. Price made a motion to receive and file the Countywide Assessment Study, and the Centralized Property Tax Collection Database Study. Seconded by Mr. Ross. All members voting in favor. None opposed. The Clerk said there is an additional item, a letter of resignation from Mark Suben, County Attorney. Mr. Williams made the motion to Receive and File, seconded by Mr. Cornell.  All members voting in favor; none opposed. 
Reports of Standing, Special and AdHoc Committees

Mr. Troy said the Committee to Study the Clerk of the Legislature has met several times. He said Mr. Cornell will be appointing a sub-committee to study and change the Rules of Order to reflect the recommendations made by this committee. He said the Committee made no recommendations as to how the Clerk of the Legislature and the County Historian positions are filled right now, and that “Mr. Boylan is doing a good job.”

Agenda Item No. 6 - Agreement Between the County of Cortland and the County Police Association of Cortland County - Effective January 1, 2006 to December 31, 2011
On Motion of Mr. Daniels. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Mr. Willcox asked for a dollar amount for the proposed contract. Mr. Schrader said the total amount for the contract is about $500,000 for 31 recipients. Ms. Arnold asked about the contract being attached. Mr. Schrader said the contract has not been completely drafted, but that there are bullet points available and that the legislature could go into executive session to discuss the contract if they wished. Ms. Wilcox asked for clarification on the contract in regards to individual raises. Mr. Schrader said the back-pay on the contract is about $360,000 for 2009 and retroactive pay. Ms. Arnold asked how that $360,000 will be taken from. Mr. Schrader said it will be taken from contingency funds. Mr. Waldbauer asked why the contract is between the county and the Police Association, rather than Sheriff’s Deputies. Mr. Schrader said they have conceded that any claim as a police officer would be abandoned and they would accept the title of deputy sheriff. Mr. Waldbauer asked if that concession will be held in perpetuity, or expires with the contract. Mr. Schrader said the concession could expire with the contract, but would have to be negotiated. Mr. Loomis asked how much money is in the 2009 contingency. Mr. Schrader said about $500,000. Mr. Loomis asked if it was the intent to use that money for this. Mr. Schrader said the contingency fund is a catch-all, but for purposes of the state comptroller it is best to use this money. Ms. Wilcox asked if the payments will be made in a lump sum. Mr. Williams asked for a roll-call vote. All members present voting in favor, none opposed (see attached) and Agenda Item No. 6 became:

On Motion of Mr. Loomis. Seconded by Ms. Tytler. Ms. Wilcox asked what service has been provided for the $90,000 in the resolutions. Mr. Loomis said a study was provided at the last Buildings & Grounds Committee. Ms. Wilcox asked when the approval was given to do the study. Mr. Schrader said the project was approved by the legislature as a whole and by the Buildings & Grounds Committee. Ms. Wilcox said she could not remember the legislature giving approval to spend the money. Mr. Schrader said several conversations were held in regards to this project. Ms. Price said the work has already been done and this resolution is just paying the bill. Mr. Loomis said that on June 26, 2008, the Buildings and Grounds Committee discussed the project, and referenced minutes from the meeting. He said he was not aware of the Buildings & Grounds Committee approving $90,000, but the committee did agree to engage JCM for a proposal for the design project. Mr. Schrader said two proposals were received by the Buildings & Grounds/General Services Committee. One for the DMV Building, the other for Office of Aging, and those proposals both included projected costs. Ms. Wilcox said the resolution should not be approved until she can see that a cost proposal was provided. Mr. Loomis said the original resolution was cut down from the $130,000 range to only $90,000 for work done to date. Mr. Willcox made a motion to table the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Ross. All members voting in favor to table the resolution, except for Mr. Dafoe. The resolution was tabled. 
Agenda Item No. 8 - Authorize Barton & Loguidice to Redesign Cortland County DMV Project
On Motion of Mr. Loomis. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Mr. Wilcox said a large amount of money has already been spent on the design of this project. Mr. Loomis said poor timing of the bid process lead to the county rejecting the bids, and this resolution allows for a reduced cost to the overall facility. He also said re-bidding in the spring has the potential to save the county money with a reduction in material costs. Mr. Daniels asked about the price of redesigning for a smaller building. Mr. Loomis said that has already been provided, and the cost for redesigning to a 4,000-square-foot facility would be about $85,000. Mr. Troy said that in the past he supported a larger building, but that now the legislature should be considering a smaller building. Mr. Loomis said the consultant said the difference in costs of actual construction between the 4,000 and 7,500 square-foot building is about $400,000. Ms. Wilcox made a motion to table the resolution and send it back to committee to consider. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. A roll-call vote was taken. All members voting against the motion to table, except Mr. Tagliente, Ms. Wilcox, Mr. Willcox and Mr. Williams. The motion to table failed. (see attached.)

Agenda Item No. 13 - Authorizing the Next Phase of the Tioughnioga River Trail Project
On motion of Mr. McKee. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Mr. Daniels asked if there were any objections to the resolution being considered, as it was provided late to legislators. Ms. Wilcox asked if the resolution was amended to reflect that if the money was not found the county will not be held responsible and the project will be abandoned. Chairman Daniels said no. Ms. Wilcox asked if that change could be made. Mr. Schrader said such an amendment would have no force, because if the county does what the resolution suggests, which is move forward with the project, the county will be held responsible for any required funds, despite what the resolution says, because the resolution is authorizing the trail project to move forward. Mr. Suben said that seems accurate, and if the county moves the project forward, they are in essence underwriting the entire program. Mr. Cornell asked what the associated costs of maintenance down the road, and who is responsible. Mr. Schrader said ultimately that responsibility will fall to the county, but often times those services are contracted out to service clubs or agencies. He said in conversations with the highway superintendent the estimated associated maintenance costs would be in the $30,000 range per year, based on mowing, trimming, litter collection. One suggestion would be to hire a full-time employee for such services. Mr. Ross asked if the municipalities the trail runs through have been contacted about maintenance of the trail. Mr. Schrader said those conversations have not happened, but it is a possibility, through contract, but the county would still be responsible. Chairman Daniels said that FORT has done a great job of raising money, but his biggest concern is the acquisition of the right-of-ways and easements. Ms. Wilcox asked if the legislature has to vote on the resolution tonight because the grant funding is in jeopardy after the end of the year. Mr. Loomis said he has spoken with Pete Bartolotta and Kevin Millington of the NYS Department of Transportation. Mr. Loomis said the county could write to the funding agencies and ask for an extension. He also said that in abandoning the project, is the county liable for the $200,000 already invested in engineering costs. Mr. Loomis suggested tabling the resolution until an answer can be made regarding an extension of funds, or the liability of the funds already spent. Mr. Tagliente asked how much money FORT has raised to date. Mr. Schrader said $750,000. Mr. Loomis said the remainder of the money has come from grants from the federal government. One was through Congressman Walsh, the other was through the Federal Highway Administration. Ms. Tytler said such a trail would be a benefit to the community, and that the legislature should look at the big picture, rather than a relatively small figure of $750,000. She asked about the figures associated with bonding for that money. Mr. Schrader said the county could bond for the money over about 20 years. Ms. Tytler said that over 20 years that $750,000 becomes a small amount. She said the county is already into the project for $200,000, so the difference of cost is about $550,000, if that is more palatable for the legislature. Mr. Schrader said that might be true, but that the county has gotten verbal assurances from NYS DOT that the state and federal government would look favorably upon the county not repaying money already spent. Mr. Williams referenced the resolution and the wording of “intentions to move the project forward.” He asked about the implications of these words. Mr. Schrader said that if the county notifies the state of its intentions to move the project forward, the county would have to take responsibility for the shortfall of funding. If the county does not accept responsibility for that shortfall, then the state will not release the funds or allow the project to move forward. Mr. Williams asked Mr. Schrader about the effect of tabling the resolution. Mr. Schrader said that he has heard that the state wanted an answer back in October, but extended that deadline until the end of the year. He has also heard that if the county asked for an extension, it would be granted. He said that the state of New York can and will use these funds for another project if they don’t get an answer from the legislature, the county will not only be accountable for funds already expended, it could also effect future funding. Mr. Williams asked about writing a letter asking for an extension, allowing FORT an opportunity to raise further funds. Mr. Schrader said that the turnaround time on a grant application may be too timely to satisfy the state’s request for an answer, as these applications have not even been prepared yet. Mr. Williams asked if there is someone that Mr. Schrader can call to discuss an extension. Mr. Schrader explained that his contact for the grants is Pete Bartolotta of NYS DOT, who is merely the pass-through for the federal funds, and that Mr. Bartolotta himself can not answer these questions. Ms. Price said she has heard from her constituents that they do not want county money used for this trail. Mr. Cornell agreed that his constituents would rather see county money spent on other priorities. Mr. Tagliente made a motion to table the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Loomis. Mr. Suben said he would like to declare his support for this project, but that the resolution was not provided to the legislature in the proper time frame, and considering this resolution may be out of order. Mr. Daniels said there was no objection when he asked the legislature to consider the resolution. Ms. Tytler made a motion to suspend the Rules of Order to the legislature is acting legally on the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. Mr. Waldbauer asked if the December 31 deadline is an assumed date, or a definitive date. Mr. Schrader said he has seen nothing in writing, but it is an assumed date through conversations with the Highway Superintendent and the NYS DOT. Mr. Chambers said there was nothing in writing, but that the state has requested verbally a commitment, one way or the other, by December 31. He also said that one of the grant contracts does ask that construction be completed by the end of the year, and that numerous extensions have already been allowed. He requested the legislature adhere to the state’s request so as to keep a good working relationship with the highway department and the potential of future funding. Mr. Waldbauer asked about any potential local match to these grants. Mr. Chambers said there was a $200,000 local match to one of the grants, but that it was covered by the BDC/IDA through a separate HUD grant. Mr. Schrader agreed that Cortland County has to remain on good terms with the state, and not jeopardize that funding stream, which goes to fund projects like roads and bridges. Mr. Williams asked Mr. Chambers if he had a contact that could offer an extension on the funds. Mr. Chambers said he does not have direct access to someone in the federal government that will be able to offer an extension, but that he could talk to the state regional planning director, who may be able to recommend an extension to the federal government. Mr. Troy said that if the resolution is tabled, and not reconsidered later this year, then it seems like the legislature is in essence killing the project anyway. Ms. Price said the resolution could be amended to read “WHEREAS, the County and FORT agree that if additional funds are not found by  June 1. 2009, then the project will be abandoned.” She also recommended striking the words “and directs that the Highway Superintendent authorize the engineers to move forward on the Final Design, Right of Way Acquisition and, subject to County Legislative Award, Construction of the project.” Mr. Chambers said that the original authorize resolution states that if funding is not available, then county government will fund the shortfall. Mr. Chambers said that amendment will not work because it does not give a definitive answer as to where the funds will come from. A roll call vote was taken on the motion to table the resolution. Legislators Arnold, Loomis, Piombo, Price, Steger, Taglietne, Waldbauer, Wilcox and Williams voted to table. The motion failed with 23,503 weighted votes. (See attached). 
Mr. Loomis said that he doesn’t understand why this is being forced for a vote when there is no written deadline to adhere to. Ms. Angela Perry asked to be heard. Mr. Troy made a motion to suspend the Rules of Order to allow Ms. Perry privilege of the floor for five minutes. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. All members voting in favor; none opposed. Mr. Loomis asked for a short recess before extending privilege of the floor. The legislature took a short recess. 
Ms. Perry said that she has spoken with Mr. Bartolotta has asked for a verbal response, but that there is no written deadline. She also said that the grant from Congressman Walsh has officially expired, and is in a holding pattern. She said that filling out a simple form would allow the funds to be remarked for Cortland County for another five years. She said there are other grant opportunities at both the state and federal level that could be applied for, for the maintenance of the trail. She said it would be better for the county to move forward with the project, and if the money can’t be found, then ask for leniency, which has been offered verbally, in regards to the funds already expended. She said the potential exists that the project could be bid and could come in under projections. She said the potential exists for this project to create jobs and revenue in Cortland County. Ms. Perry said the county needs to show a sign up support before further grants are applied for. Mr. Williams asked if a motion to table would be considered a sign of support. Ms. Perry said they would rather see the resolution tabled than voted down. Mr. Dafoe made a motion to call the question. Mr. Schrader explained that calling the question ends debate and calls a vote on the resolution as it was presented. Mr. Willcox seconded the motion. The Clerk called the roll-call vote on the motion to call the question. Legislators Cornell, Dafoe, Loomis, Mckee, Piombo, Willcox and Daniels voted in favor. The motion failed with 15,727 weighted votes (See attached). 
Mr. Troy made a motion to amend the resolution to read as Ms. Price had stated earlier. Ms. Wilcox seconded the motion. Ms. Price read again the proposed amendment. Ms. Tytler asked about changing the date to June 30 to allow six months. Mr. Schrader said that making this amendment could damage the relationship the county has with the state and federal government, because by changing the resolution as proposed, the county is not adhering to the requested deadline. Ms. Price said those changes would allow Thoma Development to apply for additional grants. The Clerk read the roll-call on to amend the resolution. Legislators Arnold, Loomis, Piombo, Price, Tagliente, Troy, Tytler, Waldbauer, and Wilcox voting in favor. The motion failed with 23,434 weighted votes. (see attached).

Ms. Arnold said that wind towers just went up this spring, and that those towers must be up for one to two years before it can be determined if it is a viable site. Be it enacted by the County Legislature of Cortland County as follows:

Section 1.  Title.


This law shall be known as the “Enhanced Personal Privacy Protection for Recorded Documents Law.”

Section 2.  Declaration of intent.


In accordance with subparagraph (2) of paragraph 4 of subdivision (a) of section 8021 of the Civil Practice Law and Rules, as amended by Chapter 78 of the Laws of 1989, the Cortland County Legislature hereby authorizes and directs the Cortland County Clerk to increase the fees charged for certain documents recorded with the county clerk’s office in accordance with Section 3 herein.  

Section 3.  Fees for recording documents.


The fee for recording, entering, indexing and endorsing a certificate on any instrument, be and here is increased from five dollars ($5.00) to twenty dollars ($20.00) and, in addition thereto, the fee for each page or portion of a page be and hereby is  increased from three dollars ($3.00) to five ($5.00) dollars.  For the purpose of determining the appropriate recording fee, the fee for any cover page shall be deemed an additional page of the instrument.  A cover page shall not include any social security account number or date of birth.  To the extent that the Cortland County Clerk has placed an image of such cover page on line, the county clerk shall make a good faith effort to redact such information.  

Section 4.  Severability.
If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or other portion of this local law is for any reason declared unconstitutional, or invalid or in whole or in part by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable and such unconstitutionality or invalidation shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this law which remaining portions shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 5.  Effective date.

This local law shall take effect thirty days after filing in the office of the secretary of state pursuant to section 27 of the municipal home rule law.
