Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting at approximately 6:03 p.m., followed by the Salute to the Flag.

The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. Mr. Dafoe and Mr. Hartnett were absent. Mr. Cornell was excused for illness.
Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the August 28, 2008 Regular Session. Moved by Mr. Troy, seconded by Ms. Price. The minutes were unanimously approved. Mr. Suben made a clarification of what he had intended to say on Aug. 28 regarding the scrivener’s errors on the proposed local law. 
Privilege of the Floor

Chairman Daniels asked if there was anyone present who wished to have privilege of the floor. There was no one who wished to speak. 
Recognition/Proclamation

The Clerk of the Legislature called on Mr. Ross to make a presentation designating Oct. 5-11 Cornell Cooperative Extension Week and National 4-H Week. Ms. Barbara Henza thanked the Legislature, and told the Legislature that 2008 marked the 95th year of Cornell Cooperative Extensions programs in Cortland County.

The Clerk of the Legislature called on Ms. Price to make a presentation designating October as Domestic Violence Awareness Month. Ms. Rita Wright of the YWCA’s Aid to Victim’s of Violence Program accepted the proclamation, thanked the Legislature and distributed ribbons of support. Ms. Wright noted that as of August 28, the YWCA has received 1,247 domestic violence calls in Cortland County. 
The Clerk of the Legislature called on Ms. Price to make a presentation designating October as Disability Awareness Month. Mary Ewing, Chad Underwood and Robin Sandwick accepted the proclamation and thanked the Legislature. Mr. Underwood reminded the Legislature that Oct 1. at the Ramada Inn Banquet Room, Disability Employment Awareness month will be kicked off, with about 125 people joining in the national celebration of the abilities of people with disabilities. 

The Clerk of the Legislature called on Mr. Ross to present the Village of McGraw with a certificate of recognition for winning first place in the Cortland County Health Department’s annual Water Taste-test Contest. Mr. Ross presented the certificate to Ms. Ross, Deputy Mayor of the village of McGraw. Mr. John Helgren of the Health Department recognized the Village of McGraw, and all those workers throughout the county who provide the residents with clean, safe drinking water.

Resolution Calling on the New York Congressional Delegation to Support an Increase in the Federal Medical Assistance Percentage (FMAP) to Provide New York Counties With Property Tax Relief

WHEREAS, under Federal Law, local governments are not responsible for any portion of Medicaid funding, however, Congress has given states the ability to require local governments to share in financing the non-federal share of Medicaid costs; AND

     WHEREAS, the United States Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services data

demonstrates that no other state in the country financially burdens its localities like New York State; AND

     WHEREAS, Medicaid represents the largest single program expense in every county

budget and siphons away the limited resources needed to fund other critical budgetary needs at the county level; AND

     WHEREAS, the National Governor’s Association (NGA), including Governor Paterson, have supported a proposal for a temporary increase in the federal medical assistance percentage (FMAP) as an economic stimulus option that would provide more federal funding for state Medicaid programs; AND

     WHEREAS, the NGA has indicated that it would both help to stimulate the nation’s

economy and shore up the safety net for low-income families; AND

     WHEREAS, this proposal would provide nearly $1.6 billion in fiscal relief to New York State, including $480 million in relief to county government; AND

     WHEREAS, this FMAP increase would reduce the local Medicaid burden and provide immediate property tax relief to the residents of New York State: NOW THERE FOR BE IT

     RESOLVED, that the Cortland County Legislature calls upon the New York Congressional Delegation to support an increase in the federal medical assistance percentage (FMAP) to provide New York’s local taxpayers with relief from the crushing financial burden of the Medicaid program; BE IT FURTHER

     RESOLVED, that the Cortland County Legislature shall forward copies of this Resolution to the New York State Congressional Delegation, Governor Paterson and all others deemed necessary and proper.

The safety officer will be going out to the municipalities and training them, but also investigating work-site accidents and workers compensation claims in the municipalities.
