Minutes
Public Hearing
Chairman Daniels opened the public hearing at approximately 6:03p.m. The Clerk of the Legislature read the legal notice advertising the public hearing. Ms. Suzanne Etherington wished to speak on the budget. Ms. Etherington introduced herself, saying that she is the Regional Advisory Officer for the Government Records Services Division of the NYS Archives, and a resident of Cortland County. She said her role is to advise local governments in any and all records management concerns. She said she is here tonight regarding the possibility of the county implementing an Electronic Document Management System. She said she is familiar with such systems, and has advised local governments in regards to meeting legal requirements for retention, disposition and compliance. She encouraged legislators to speak with her regarding questions or concerns about this project. Mr. Daniels asked three times if there was anyone else who wished to speak regarding the tentative 2009 budget. As no person wished to speak, Mr. Daniels closed the public hearing. 

Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. Mr. Willcox was absent.

Presentation of Petitions, Communications and Notices
IKON Solutions – Electronic Document Management System
The Clerk called on Doug Weaver to present on behalf of IKON Solutions. Mr. Weaver said that IKON had approached Cortland County in February regarding an Electronic Document Management Strategy. Mr. Weaver said IKON has met with various county departments as part of a needs assessment. He said one of the preliminary strategies IKON recommended for Cortland County is a digital document conversion strategy, which would allow departments to create and store documents in a digital library, saved on a local network. After working with departments and assessing security and accessibility, IKON’s proposal would be to build such a network, and stationing an IKON employee in county departments for 12 months, digitizing each department’s hard copy documents, and training personnel in how to operate the program. Mr. Weaver said this allows for easy storing, searching and saving of documents. He said that IKON estimates a return on investment in about nine months. After the 12-month contract is up, the infrastructure of the system becomes the property of the county. Ms. Wilcox asked if IKON’s proposal included destruction of documents once they are digitized. Mr. Weaver said it is important to note that IKON does not oversee compliance or regulations. Retention policy is the responsibility of the county. IKON can serve as the observer for the destruction of the documents. Ms. Tytler asked about the back up of the system. Mr. Weaver said that the back up of the system would be done on a daily basis by the county’s Information Technology Department. Mr. Loomis asked about associated costs, including software, hardware and personnel once the system is turned over to the county. Mr. Schrader said there will be no additional personnel costs, but pricing out of server and scanner equipment has not been done yet. Ms. Larkin, the County Clerk asked who will oversee which records will be scanned in each department. Mr. Weaver said that will be decided on a case by case basis, working with the records managers for each department. Ms. Larkin asked who will be verifying the accuracy of the records once they have been scanned. Mr. Weaver said the on-site person will be preparing, scanning, indexing and doing the quality control of the documents. Mr. Suben asked about documents that need to be retrieved in an original or certified form. Mr. Weaver said the security of the system can lock originals or certified copies, that restricts changes being made. Ms. Tytler asked about reproduction of records, specifically regarding nursing or health records. Mr. Weaver said the records can be reproduced by printing copies, following approval by the designated records manager. Mr. Waldbauer asked how IKON was selected. Mr. Schrader said that he had discussed the project with other counties regarding similar proposals. He also checked with the state to see which companies had New York State contract rights. IKON offered to do a needs assessment for the county. 

Study of the County Attorney’s Department – Francis J. Casullo

Mr. Casullo said he was asked to put the study together in the spring, and presented it to the Judiciary and Public Safety Committee in November. Mr. Casullo said he contacted every former Cortland County attorney, as well as the county administrator, the commissioner of Social Services, the current county attorney, and 26 other counties throughout the state. He said that it is clear throughout the state that the county attorney is appointed by the legislature and serves the same term. Thirteen of the 26 counties have a full-time county attorney. The other 13 admitted a trend going towards a full-time position. Mr. Casullo said most assistants are appointed by the county attorney. He noted there are more full-time assistant county attorney’s than he expected. He said that 40 percent of the 26 counties interviewed have the DSS attorneys working under the direction of the county attorney. Mr. Casullo said that this is a serious question that involves funding and a specialized legal field. Mr. Casullo said there is not one county that has a permanent, contracted county attorney, they are all appointed on a two or four year term. Mr. Suben said that this is mandated under the law. Mr. Casullo said that politics does not play a role in appointing a county attorney, and that the position is evaluated based on merit and the work done, rather than political affiliation, which results in attorneys being re-appointed. Ms. Tytler asked if the report included information on salaries. Mr. Casullo said salary was discussed, but only in a general way, and most salaries were in the $100,000 range for a full-time salary. Ms. Tytler asked if the full-time county attorneys also had a private practice. Mr. Casullo said no. Mr. Williams thanked Mr. Casullo for his work, and said the JPS Committee has reviewed ways to make the county attorney position less partisan. He said that evaluating the county attorney position in regards to salary, full-time vs. part-time or including DSS is something that needs to be further evaluated. He said that the JPS suggested creating a bi-partisan committee in an attempt to taking politics out of the appointment process. He suggested a five-member committee, with two members from each party, appointed  by the respective caucuses, with the fifth member being a member of the local Bar Association. Ms. Price said the county attorney’s position falls to the personnel committee and this should be handled by that committee. Mr. Ross said that the legislature could take a five minute recess and such a committee could be created “right now.” Ms. Tytler said that county administration and the personnel department should involved and available to the committee. Mr. Daniels agreed. Ms. Price said there are two issues. The first is how the county attorney is to be appointed, the second is evaluation of the job description, especially with regards to DSS. Mr. Williams said his initial suggestion did not address the evaluation of the job description, only the creation of a committee to recommend a candidate for the current position. Mr. Waldbauer agreed that a committee should be established and that county administration should be involved. Ms. Tytler said the proposed committee is a good idea, but there is much more that needs to be studied about the position itself. Mr. Daniels asked what the legislature thought regarding this Ad-Hoc committee studying the position itself, following the recommendation of a candidate to fill Mr. Suben’s position. Ms. Price asked how Mr. Cornell felt about the situation, being the chair of the personnel committee. Mr. Cornell said the personnel committee is capable of studying the position, if so directed by the chairman. Ms. Wilcox pointed out that if an Ad-Hoc committee is created, and does not come up with a recommendation by the end of the year, the position will be filled by an assistant county attorney. Mr. Suben concurred with this, saying that if the legislature has not appointed his replacement by his resignation on Dec. 31, an assistant attorney will be the new acting county attorney. She asked if the proposed committee will not only recommend a candidate to fill Mr. Suben’s position, but also to evaluate the position on a long-term basis. Mr. Daniels said he thought the committee could do both. Mr. Williams said the committee will recommend a candidate to fill the vacancy, and could serve as a model for future appointments. Mr. Ross made a motion to form the Ad-Hoc Committee. Seconded by Mr. Waldbauer. Ms. Tytler asked to clarify that the committee is in place only to recommend a candidate to fill the remaining portion of Mr. Suben’s term. Mr. Williams further clarified that the committee will consist of two legislators of each party, and a fifth member from the local bar association. A roll call was taken. The following members voting in favor: Ms. Arnold, Mr. Cornell, Mr. Loomis, Mr. McKee, Mr. Piombo, Ms. Price, Mr. Ross, Mr. Spaulding, Mr. Steger, Ms. Tytler, Mr. Waldbauer, Mr. Williams and Mr. Daniels. Voting “Nay” on the motion were Mr. Dafoe, Mr. Hartnett, Mr. Tagliente, Mr. Troy and Ms. Wilcox. Mr. Willcox was absent. The motion passed. Mr. Daniels recessed the meeting for 10 minutes for the respective parties to appoint members to the Ad-Hoc Committee. 

After the recess Mr. Daniels announced that Mr. Cornell, Ms. Wilcox, Mr. Hartnett and Mr. Spaulding will serve on the Ad-Hoc Committee, and select the fifth member as soon as possible. Mr. Daniels requested the county personnel department advertise the position. Ms. Price asked about where the advertisement will be promulgated. Mr. Schrader said there is a residency requirement for the county attorney position. Mr. Williams asked that Mr. Suben send the notice to the local bar association. Mr. Suben asked when the legislature would like the applications submitted. Mr. Williams asked that a letter of interest and resume be submitted to the Clerk of the Legislature by December 1. Ms. Tytler asked that the posting be clear in that the position is only for a one-year appointment to fulfill Mr. Suben’s term. 

BDC/IDA Update – Mr. Tom Gillson
Mr. Gillson told the legislature that the county’s contract with the BDC/IDA comes to an end Dec. 31, 2008. With that in mind he submitted a very conservative proposed budget in September for the next four years. The first two years would be a 0 % increase. The third year would see a 4% increase, and year four a 3% increase. He said the last five years the BDC/IDA has had no increase in its budget. He has also asked for the rent at 37 Church Street to remain the same over the life of the contract. The proposed budget also requested money for advertising for the Fingerlakes Business Park. The proposal calls for $40,000 in the first year, $35,000 the second year, $30,000 the third year and $25,000 in the final year. Mr. Loomis asked for an update on the Fingerlakes Business Park. Mr. Gillson said a number of soil tests have been done to comply with the DEC. The contracts and mortgage documents are being reviewed with Mr. Osbeck and the county attorney’s office, and bid specs are being reviewed with O’Brien & Gere. Ms. Price thanked Mr. Gilson for his time. 
Receive & File Reports of Standing, Special and Ad-Hoc Committees
