	Discussion
	· Mr. Evener said the DMV project is running a little behind schedule, but expects it to be complete by the first week of November. He said he expects the grading and paving to begin very soon.

· Mr. Miller said that the jail has had some complications with the septic system, but they have been alleviated. 
· The B&G Department is beginning to prepare snow removal equipment for the winter months. 
· Mr. Willcox asked about a DSS Work Experience Interview. Mr. Parker said that a worker has recently acquired his HVAC certification, and has been assigned to work with the B&G Dept. for hands-on experience. 

· Mr. Tagliente asked about the status of Eminent Domain proceedings on an Elm Street property. Mr. Parker said that the appraisers were at the property on Sept. 24 and 25, but he has not seen the results yet. 

· Mr. Parker informed the committee that two properties adjacent to the County Office Building Parking Lot are for sale.
· Mr. Schrader distributed a copy of Tobacco Funds used in relation to S. Main Street properties. 
· Mr. Schrader also distributed a tentative timeline of activities and transfer of S. Main Street and Court Street property with Tompkins Cortland Community College. The specifications for the asbestos removal and demolition of the S. Main buildings should be sent out this month and he said he hopes to have a special meeting of the legislature to award bids at a special meeting at the end of the month. The specs for demolition have been altered to allow the contractor to dispose of the asbestos and other materials at their own discretion, which should help reduce the cost. 

· The committee asked Mr. Parker to continue working to remove the salvageable material from the Moose Lodge and prepare it for auction.
