	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Tagliente called for a motion approving the minutes of October 6, 2009. Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the draft minutes. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.  

	

	Resolutions

	#1 Authorize Agreement – 6th Judicial District

	Discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. Willcox asked how much revenue is generated from the agreement. Mr. Parker answered between $155,000 and $163,000. He explained that the courts agree to pick up the costs associated with the space they occupy in the county building. The agreement used to cover the costs of utilities, but no longer does. The money covers the costs of Building & Grounds salaries. Typical duties include mowing, plowing and general cleaning. Mr. Schrader noted that the courts have paid for several major capital improvements, which is a unique situation. Mr. Parker also said the courts would like a grand jury room built, and this is included in plans for the District Attorney renovations. At this point those renovations are on hold. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion passed.

	#2 Authorize Agreement/Information Technology – Postage Machine

	Mr. Waldbauer made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. All members voting in favor; none opposed. the motion passed.

	· Mr. Daniels asked about the status of the Elm Street property the county is pursuing through eminent domain. Mr. Schrader said he is still awaiting an appraisal on the property. Mr. Daniels noted that there are “For Sale” signs on the property. Mr. Schrader said that it is his understanding that the bank owns the property, so the Real Estate Agent can list the property as much as they like, but it can only be sold by the bank.
· Mr. Tagliente asked about the status of the DMV facility and the progress in moving the department. Ms. Larkin said the color scheme is not what was in the plans. Mr. Schrader said the counter and front panels for the counter were not built to specifications. He said he and Ms. Larkin can not determine the cause for this. Mr. Waldbauer said if there was a simple lack of communication then “that is one thing,” but if the contractor willingly went against the will of the county, then that is a serious problem. Mr. Schrader said there was apparently a lack of communication between the architect and the engineer, and he suggests nothing be done at this point.
· Mr. Tagliente asked about the status of the S. Main Street property for asbestos removal. Mr. Schrader said there was an issue with the advertising for the services, and that he will have proposals next week.
