	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Tagliente called for a motion approving the minutes of November 3, 2009. Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the draft minutes. Seconded by Mr. Piombo. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Department of Motor Vehicles

	Discussion
	Mr. Evener said both he and Mr. Schrader have a “punch list” of items still to be completed or corrected at the new River Street building. He said concrete will be poured soon to make the sidewalk handicapped accessible, and the building itself should be done within a week or two. Mr. Schrader said there is a four to six week delivery time on office furniture, which would be ordered later that day. Mr. Spaulding asked what the new date was to move into the new building. Mr. Schrader said there have been long delays in suppliers getting supplies to the contractors, and with the turnaround time with the furniture, it is hard to tell. Mr. T. Williams asked if the contracts with contractors have a penalty clause. Mr. Schrader answered “yes, usually” but the county doesn’t get involved between the contractors and suppliers or subcontractors. 

	Crow machine/removal

	Mr. Willcox asked about the situation with crows and what is being done to move them from the courthouse area. Mr. Parker answered that the “wailer” at the courthouse was malfunctioning due to a faulty timer. He said it has been reprogrammed and the crows have now moved. The county’s portable “wailer” has been provided to the city, who is now responsible for its location. He said the last he knew the machine was being used on Williams Street in the city.

	
	

	County Office Building Gym Revenue

	
	Mr. Parker said that the city has increased the gym rental fee and expects to raise an additional $17,000 per year. He added that over his 20 years, his budget has never included a revenue line for gym rental. He said the 2000 Space Allocation Report listed the gym as a $95,709 expense to the county. In 2007 it was listed  at $141,288. The city is supposed to clean the facility, while the county pays for the heat, lights and repairs.  Mr. Schrader said he has an unexecuted copy of an agreement that gives the city the rights to the gym. He said the Youth Bureau, in conjunction with the city schools, refinish the floor each year. Mr. Spaulding made a motion that the County Administrator and the County Attorney review this situation and report back to the committee. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
