	· Ms. Feuerherm said the state has reviewed the Certified Home Health Agency for the county’s re-certification, and the review went very well. 
· Mr. Kilmer said that a formal complaint has been filed against the Mental Health Clinic, and the Office of the Medicaid Inspector General will be doing an audit based on the complaint. He said once the audit is complete then findings will be released. He said he has not seen the complaint, and does not have any information at this time.

· Ms. Price asked about the status of evening hours at the clinic. Mr. Kilmer said the necessary security equipment is  back-ordered, but that he is working with the IT Department and Buildings & Grounds to move forward with the program.

· Ms. Tytler asked about the status of Mr. Tingley’s employment and the position of Director of Community Services. Mr. Kilmer said that this is the responsibility of the Community Services Board, and that the position has been discussed. He said he would expect more information on this early next year.
