	· Ms. Deloff said that Cindy Lewis in the Aging Office will be retiring after 11 years. A reception will be held Nov. 2 from noon to 2 p.m. in her honor.
· The 2009 Enrichment Day has more than 185 people signed up, including vendors. There will be about 20 workshops for seniors. 

· The county has received about 650 applications for the HEAP program, and the Area Agency on Aging and the Social Services are working together to handle the applications.
· Ms. Monroe and Mr. Moore reviewed DSS Temporary Assistance Caseload Trends. In 2009 DSS is screening 35% more individuals each month for Temporary Assistance than two years ago in 2007, and they are on target to open 57% more cases than 2007. They have seen a dramatic increase in the number of people presenting as “homeless.”
