	Resolution No. 1 – Award Highway Bid/Amend Budget – Painting Dwyer Park Pavilion/Paul Yaman

	Discussion
	Mr. Daniels said that the bid came back substantially higher than what was budgeted, so he asked Mr. McKee to call a special meeting to consider the resolution to move forward. Mr. Willcox asked how time sensitive the work is, and how necessary. Mr. Chambers said the aesthetics of the building need improvement, but that it is not critical that the painting be done immediately. Mr. Chambers distributed a list of reductions offered by the bidder, Paul Yaman Construction, which would cut the cost. Mr. Chambers said he had heard from one other bidder, and that they were too busy to submit a proposal, but that he has not heard from any other potential bidders as to why they did not submit a bid for the project. The project was going to start in August, with a completion date of Sept. 30. Mr. Daniels suggested rejecting the bids and going back out to bid in the spring. Mr. Steger asked what was going to be done with the exposed wood. Mr. Chambers said the new wood is pressure treated, and the older wood can be covered with a coat of primer. Mr. Willcox asked where the money would go, if it wasn’t used for this project. Mr. Schrader said it would return to the General Fund. Mr. Chambers pointed out that the Cortland Repertory Theatre donated $1,000 towards the project, earmarked specifically for painting. Mr. Schrader said that money will be set aside for when the project is completed to ensure it is used for that purpose. The resolution on the agenda died, for lack of a second. Mr. Jack Williams made a motion to prepare a resolution rejecting the bid. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. All members voting in favor, none opposed.
