	#2 – Accept Grant/Authorize Proposal/Simplex Grinnell

	Discussion
	Mr. Willcox made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. Mr. Parker said that Mr. Miller had contacted four or five vendors with little or no responses, aside from Simplex Grinnell. He said this project will repair the steel fire curtains in the jail, which are activated during a fire. This will help the county be in better compliance with safety regulations. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion passed.

	· Mr. Tagliente said he will likely call a special meeting of the Buildings & Grounds Committee before the end of the month to review information relating to the S. Main Property, but at this point the necessary information is not ready to discuss the project any further.

· Mr. Hess and Mr. Corpora have prepared and sent out an RFP for the county’s copiers. The lease on the current agreement expires on Aug. 31 of 2009. Mr. Hess said the RFP calls for the new devices to act as Multi-Function Devices, that will not only copy, but also print, fax and scan documents. Mr. Hess said he could have information ready to present to the Budget & Finance Committee July 16, but that he would rather wait to present the proposal to this committee, and that the current contract allows the county to extend the lease agreement for an additional month. This would allow for a more thorough review of the proposals. The committee agreed they would like to review the proposal and requested Mr. Corpora extend the current lease. Mr. Willcox asked how much the new contract will cost. Mr. Corpora said he expects it to cost about the same as the current contract, but there is a possibility additional MFDs will be available for the same cost. 
· Mr. Evener said the DMV building is in progress and he has found no major violations during construction. He has photos for anyone who would like to review them. He added the project appears to be on schedule. 

· Mr. Hartnett asked about the status of the Elm Street proceedings. Mr. Purser said he is still awaiting an appraisal and he hopes to have it available by the next meeting of this committee. 

· Mr. Waldbauer inquired as to the status of the NYPA Study. Mr. Parker said NYPA has been through the building three times to do surveys. Mr. Waldbauer asked that a tentative delivery date be provided at the August meeting.

· Mr. Williams asked that a cost analysis of the S. Main Street provided at the August committee meeting
