	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Tagliente called for a motion approving the minutes of July 7, 2009. Mr. Spaulding made a motion. Seconded by Mr. Daniels. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	Resolutions

	#1 – Award Bid/Authorize Agreement – Copier Lease

	Discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Piombo. Mr. Corpora said the county went out to bid five years ago for printers, copiers and scanners. That lease will expire in September, so the county went out to bid again. The bids came back and the resolution represents for additional machines, at about a $1,000 reduction in costs, for another five-year contract. Mr. Willcox asked why a five-year contract. Mr. Corpora said there is a significant price reduction between a three and a five year contract. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Willcox. The motion passed. 

	#2 – Accept Grant/Amend Budget – Interoperable Emergency Communications Grant Program

	Discussion
	Mr. Willcox made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Daniels. Mr. Corpora said this was a grant applied for in December of 2008 to assist in paying for the interoperable communications consultant. Mr. Piombo noted that the consultant cost is about $285,000, and this grant will pay for a large portion of it. Mr. Willcox asked if another county’s plan could be used, rather than hiring a consultant. Mr. Corpora said there is nobody in the county that could design such a program, and that each county plan is different, being based on terrain, geography and existing infrastructure. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion passed.

	

	Discussion Items

	· Mr. Evener said there have been a few minor setbacks related to the DMV building. He said due to recent thunderstorms some sheetrock has gotten wet and needs to be replaced. He said he does not expect this to significantly effect the completion date. 
· Mr. Ross distributed a letter requesting use of Courthouse Park for the 9th annual Cortland Celtic festival. The committee granted use of the property. 

· Mr. Tagliente asked about the status of the Elm Street Eminent Domain proceedings. Mr. Purser said there has been no further action taken, and the county is awaiting an appraisal.
· Mr. Schrader said the county’s permit application to dispose of asbestos at the local landfill was denied by the Department of Labor. This will require the county to go out to bid for asbestos abatement for demolition of the S. Main Street property, and that those bid specs are being prepared. Mr. Schrader said if the permit were granted, it would have saved the county between $50,000 and $75,000. Once the asbestos removal is complete the Highway Department can do the demolition in-house.
· Mr. Tom Williams asked about the status of his request for a cost analysis for the S. Main Street property. Mr. Schrader said once the costs of these asbestos bids have been received, hopefully by the end of the month, such a report can be provided. Mr. Tom Williams asked that the report be provided at the September meeting. 

· Mr. Parker said the Building and Grounds department has been working with the city to combat sewer back-upon along Central Ave. Mr. Williams said a back-flow device was installed to keep sewage from flowing back into the County Office Building, and it seemed to work. He asked if another device could be installed to notify the county when sewage from the building itself becomes blocked and begins to back up. Mr. Parker said he did not know, but would look into it. 

· Mr. Schrader said he had the 30% drawings for the NYPA project, and they are available for review.
