	RESOLUTION #1

	Authorize Director to Accept/Maintain NYS Resources 

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. J. Williams. Mr. Schrader said he thought Mr. Duell had the authority to act on this, and does not need a resolution. Mr. Duell explained that the NYS Department of State Office of Fire Prevention and Control is requiring that all participating counties approve such a resolution. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Authorize Agreement/Probation Department – Enhanced Supervision of Sex Offenders

	discussion
	Mr. Ross made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. Ms. Goldner said that monitoring a sex offender on probation is much more comprehensive than a typical probationer. Sex offenders are divided into different threat levels, and are often on probation for twice the usual felony or misdemeanor cases. This money will go to pay for level two and level three sex offenders.  All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	· Sheriff Price said the NY Jets training camp has progressed well, with about 23,000 in attendance to date. He said that his department has used about $12,000 in overtime directing traffic. He said for the Green and White Scrimmage, there were significant traffic back-ups, but that if they NY Jets return next year the problem will be remedied.

· Mr. Hartnett said that with the recent outbreak of swine flu, the county should be concerned about a response in case of a pandemic. Mr. Schrader said a variety of training exercises to prepare county personnel as well as possible. MJ Uttech said that ages 0-24 will be vaccinated for Swine Flu in October, as they are considered high-risk. She said the health department will be doing school-based clinics for this, as well as pregnant women, college students and health-care workers. Mr. Sharp asked about how additional coroners would be appointed, if the need should arise. Mr. Schrader said that would come from an executive order from the Chairman of the Legislature, should an emergency be declared. He suggested that Mr. Sharp and those working on a pandemic response prepare such an executive order to have on hand during a pandemic outbreak, as well as a list of potential candidates to fill an acting coroner position. Mr. Duell said that Cortland County has a much better plan in place than several other counties, but that no counties have a stockpile of necessary supplies, as counties do not have funds available for such things.
