	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Tagliente called for a motion approving the minutes of April 7. Mr. Spaulding made a motion. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Extend Agreement – Coyne Textile Services

	Discussion
	Mr. Hartnett made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Williams. Mr. Parker said the current contract allows for a one-year extension for uniforms for the Highway, Buildings & Grounds and Aging departments, and he recommends extending the contract. He said the county will go out to bid for this service in 2010. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion passed. 

	

	Moose Lodge Inventory

	Discussion
	Mr. Parker distributed pictures of the existing inventory at the Moose building on S. Main Street. The committee agreed the equipment that is of no use to the county should be auctioned at an on-line auction, in conjunction with items up for auction from the Highway Department.

	

	S. Main Street Property/Asbestos Abatement/Property update

	discussion
	Mr. Schrader said he has met with an engineer and a hauler in regards to demolition of the buildings in a less expensive manner than the previously priced abatement. He said the county would need a variance from the Department of Environmental Conservation to do the demolition in-house. Mr. Evener has condemned the building, which was a necessary step in applying for a variance. Mr. Schrader is working with Barton & Loguidice to prepare the variance request, and he hopes to hear from DEC in the next two or three weeks. If the variance is approved, a resolution would have to be adopted in July allowing the county landfill to accept the material. The variance documents and engineering services will cost between $7,000 and $10,000.
The County Attorney has reviewed the lease documents between the County and TC3, and the college is now amending the agreements. Appraisals have been prepared on all three properties, and the county is awaiting appraisals from TC3. 

Mr. Williams asked that a spreadsheet of costs associated with the S. Main Street properties be provided. He also asked about a timeline for action on the property. Mr. Schrader said he hopes he can provide the costs of demolition and asbestos removal, as well as the language issues in the TC3 lease will be ready for action in July.
