Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting at approximately 6:04 p.m., followed by the Salute to the Flag. The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. All members were present.

Approval of Minutes

Privilege of the Floor

Mr. George Busco of Truxton was granted Privilege of the Floor. Mr. Busco spoke in favor of the county supporting state legislation allowing rifle hunting in Cortland County. He said this is already allowed in many surrounding counties, which are more populated than Cortland. 

Mr. Erich DeMunn of Cortland was granted Privilege of the Floor. Mr. DeMunn said a six or seven percent increase in the tax levy is unacceptable for county taxpayers.

Rev. Matthew Smith was granted Privilege of the Floor. He told the legislature that needs to act in the best interest of the majority of the entire county. He said he was in support of re-instating the road patrol positions in the Sheriff’s Department as part of the 2010 budget.

Mr. Schrader explained that this structure would stay on the property and be leased back to the county for ten years to use for storage. WHEREAS, the Cortland County Legislature, with the recommendation of the County Budget & Finance Committee, wishes to increase this surcharge from $.35 to $1.00, AND


WHEREAS, the New York State Legislature has introduced legislation authorizing Tompkins County to increase said relative surcharge, NOW, THEREFORE BE IT 


RESOLVED, that the Cortland County Legislature hereby requests the New York State legislature to introduce legislation authorizing Cortland County to increase its access line surcharge from $.35 to $1.00, and that the Clerk of the Legislature shall send copies of this resolution to Governor Paterson, Senator James Seward, Assemblywoman Barbara Lifton, and Assemblymen Gary Finch and Brian Kolb.

Agenda Item No. 1 – Adopt 2010 Cortland County Budget

On motion of Mr. Troy. Mr. Troy made a motion to amend the tentative 2010 county budget, and referenced a copy of the amendment he had given to legislators prior to the meeting. Ms. Price seconded the motion to amend the tentative budget. Ms. Tytler asked about funding for the 1890 House. Mr. Schrader said that there is $15,000 allocated for historical properties. The distribution of those funds will take place when the legislature authorizes contracts with these agencies in January. The 1890 House can be one of those agencies, if it is the will of the 2010 legislature.

Ms. Arnold clarified that in the amendment, Harford and McGraw Senior Centers will be open four days, and the Truxton center will be open only three days. She said she would like to see the Truxton site open for four days, as they have agreed to given up an Aide position and will pay their own rent. She also said that she will give up her health insurance costs to help cover the costs of the Truxton center.

Mr. T. Williams asked where $97,805 from retiree health insurance came from in the proposed amended budget, and the impact of this being reduced in previous versions of the budget. He also asked about a $125,000 figure in the Solid Waste Fund.  Mr. Schrader said that the $125,000 would have no effect because it is not reflected in the General Fund. The $97,805 is a gamble, guessing about the estimated costs of retiree claims. If the claims are higher than expected and the guess is wrong, it will affect premiums in 2011.

Chairman Daniels called for a roll call vote. All members voting in favor, except Legislators Arnold, Piombo, Ross, Spaulding (absent), Tytler, Wilcox, Willcox, J. Williams, T. Williams (see attached). The motion was approved with a weighted vote of 26,908.

Ms. Arnold made a motion to increase the hours of operation at the Truxton Senior Center from three days to four days. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Chairman Daniels called for a Roll Call vote. (see attached). The motion failed with a weighted vote of 20,737.

Ms. Wilcox made a motion to amend the budget to include a part-time secretary in the County Attorney’s position. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. J. Williams said that there should be a separation of the Administrator’s Office and the Attorney’s Office, and office staff should not be shared by these two departments. Chairman Daniels called for a Roll Call vote. (see attached). The motion failed with a weighted vote of 22,729.

Ms. Arnold made a motion to amend the budget to include a Delinquent Tax Receiver in the County Treasurer’s Office. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Ms. Arnold stated that smaller counties, with smaller budgets, have more people working in the Treasurer’s office. Mr. Willcox asked that if the Delinquent Tax Receiver is not needed, then why is a Fiscal Officer Trainee needed? Mr. Schrader said that they are two different positions, with different responsibilities. Chairman Daniels called for a Roll Call vote. (see attached) The motion failed with a weighted vote of 17,079.
Ms. Tytler asked about funding for the SPCA. Mr. Schrader said they are not funded in the 2010 budget. Ms. Tytler asked about the paperwork that was not submitted by the SPCA for funding. Mr. Schrader said that the SPCA did not provide an agency balance sheet or an audited financial statement, or a 2010 budget, and did not detail the costs or services as it relates to cruelty to animals services. Ms. Arnold asked about how animal cruelty services will be provided. Mr. Schrader responded saying that complaints will be handled by the Sheriff’s Department. Towns and villages are responsible for animal control, only cruelty investigations, of a criminal nature, that do not have a police force. Ms. Tytler asked about the Forestry line item, and if all the funds are earmarked for Lime Hollow Nature Center. Mr. Schrader said the accounts are named for the purposes, not the agencies. Mr. Troy made a motion to take the $17,500 and divide it three ways, with one-third going to the SPCA, one-third going to Lime Hollow, and one-third going to the 1890 House. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Mr. Waldbauer noted that Lime Hollow brought in $192,000 of revenue for Cortland County in 2008. All members voting in favor; except legislators McKee, Waldbauer, Daniels, Tagliente, T. Williams. The motion was approved.

Mr. Troy made a motion to adopt the 2010 budget, as amended. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Mr. Schrader said that this motion will leave the tax levy unchanged from the tentative budget $29,994,239.37. Mr. T. Williams said that he would like to see, as previously requested by the legislature, a breakdown of what this tax levy would mean for each municipality. Mr. Schrader said that the tax levy has not changed, and that this has already been submitted to the legislature. Mr. T. Williams requested a new copy. Chairman Daniels called for a 10-minute recess to allow the Administrator time to provide these copies. 

Following the recess, Ms. Arnold said that the numbers in the new sheet provided are indeed different than the copy previously provided. Mr. Schrader said that some towns have announced the amount of sales tax they will use to offset the county taxes. Real Property Director Bill  Cinquanti explained there are varying tax rates to the towns and villages because of equalization rates, based on assessments and evaluations. Mr. Schrader read aloud the tax rate increases per town and village. He noted that the town of Marathon will see a 15.98% in the tax rate. He said this is because the town of Marathon owes the county $100,000. The town has elected, and the treasurer has agreed to accept $25,000 per year, for the next four years, which causes the town of Marathon tax rate increase to be more than what it would be under normal circumstances. He noted that the town of Virgil will see a reduction in the tax rate, and this is because the town had a revaluation done this year.

All members voting in favor, except Legislators T. Williams, Willcox, Wilcox, Piombo and Tytler. The motion was approved and Agenda Item No. 1 became:

Mr. Cinquanti said there were two properties demolished in Truxton. The costs will be re-levied on the tax bills, to the tune of $80,000, which will likely not be recouped.
