Approved Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. All members were present.
At the request of Ms. Price, a moment of silence to honor Carl Ritter of Willet, who passed away Feb. 23.

Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the January 22, Regular Session.

Moved by Mr. Troy, seconded by Mr. Willcox. The minutes were unanimously approved. 
Presentation of Petitions, Communications, and Notices

Ms. Brenda DeRusso of Fire and Emergency Management introduced Mr. Jonathan Raser of TetraTech, who is assisting the county in creating a Hazard Mitigation Plan.  
Privilege of the Floor

Mr. Daniels said that one person, Ron Powell of Cortland, had signed up and requested privilege of the floor, but that the topic did not pertain to a topic on the agenda, and the Rules of Order state that privilege of the floor is extended to discuss only topics that are on the agenda. Ms. Tytler made a motion to suspend the Rules of Order to allow Mr. Powell to speak. Ms. Wilcox seconded the motion. All members voting in favor; none opposed and Mr. Powell was allowed to speak.

Mr. Powell said he wished to speak on taxes and the 2009 budget. He read and referenced an e-mail he had sent to Ms. Tytler on Jan. 29, 2009. He said he feels the increase in county taxes and increased tax levy is unacceptable and asked the legislature to review the budget now and begin making changes for 2010. He also said that a penalty for paying taxes in two installments on the city taxes in unacceptable, and asked the legislature to work with the city to remedy that situation. 
Proclamations & Recognitions

The Clerk of the Legislature read a Proclamation declaring March 15-21 Agricultural Awareness Week in Cortland County.
The Clerk of the Legislature read a second Proclamation, declaring the month of March as Developmental Disabilities Awareness Month. Ms. Price presented the Proclamation to Stacy Robinson and several members of the Cortland-Madison ARC. 

Receive & File

Mr. Cornell made a motion to receive and file the Final 2008 Sales Tax Distribution and the 2008 Annual Report for the Department of Weights and Measures.  Seconded by Ms. Price. All members voting in favor. None opposed. Ms. Wilcox asked that all receive and files be presented to legislators on their desks in the future.
Old Business

Mr. Williams asked if the potential effect on local municipalities could be provided to legislators during the budget process. He said that due to equalization rates the overall, countywide tax rate is not a good way to have an informed vote. Mr. Schrader said there is no way to determine an individual’s tax rate, but as far as the impact on municipalities, it could theoretically be done by the Real Property office, if the legislature took a recess for about an hour before the budget vote. Mr. Williams made a motion that county administration provide the potential town impacts prior to the budget vote. It was seconded by Ms. Wilcox. Mr. Schrader said such a report is not possible during the early budget process, but could be provided prior to the vote. He said at the time the tentative budget is presented towns have not put together their total taxable value, and the towns have also not submitted their budgets to the county. Mr. Willcox questioned the $166 million in new taxable value. He said almost all of that is from revaluations, not new construction. Mr. Schrader said that he can only guess what the new construction value is from year to year, because some town assessors are not providing accurate reports. Mr. Tagliente said equalization rates and reassessments is a confusing system for most citizens, and he would like to know what could be done to change the system. Mr. Schrader said that countywide assessment would change the process. Mr. Daniels said that many people don’t understand that the cost of the county doing business is going to go up around three or four percent no matter what, due to contracted costs with unions and the general cost of doing business. If the legislature wants to reduce taxes there will have to be some serious cuts made, and the legislators are going to have to make some difficult decisions. Mr. Waldbauer asked how the county tax rate got so high to begin with, and asked for a report of how the taxes got so high, and potential cuts and the impact of those cuts. Mr. Schrader said the value that is begin taxed is significantly less than the value being taxed in other areas. He said there are a significant number of mandated programs that other states, and even other counties don’t provide. Mr. Waldbauer and Ms. Wilcox asked for a report on what services Cortland County is providing that other counties are not. Mr. Schrader said he has provided this in the past, and will do so again. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

WHEREAS, Governor Paterson in his proposed 2009-2010 state budget has suggested elimination of all funding to counties for housing such parole violator inmates on behalf of the State of New York, NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
