Approved Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. All members were present. 
Chairman Daniels called for approval of the minutes of the March 26 Regular Session.

Moved by Mr. Troy, seconded by Ms. Price. All members voting in favor; none opposed and the minutes were unanimously approved as printed.
Privilege of the Floor

Mr. Daniels extended Privilege of the Floor to Dr. Carl Haynes, President of Tompkins Cortland Community College. Dr. Haynes distributed a copy of the TC3 Annual Report. He noted that TC3 is celebrating its 40th anniversary this year. He also said the college has seen a significant increase in enrollment, which is typical during a downturned economy. He said over a three-year period the college has seen a 25% increase in enrollment, with no increase in state funding. He said that renovation plans will allow for new “smart” classrooms, and solar panels will provide 50% of the energy needed to power the new classrooms. He expects a three to four percent growth in enrollment each year for the next few years.
Mr. Daniels asked the legislature to consider Agenda Item No. 20, which concerns Dr. Haynes and TC3. Mr. Waldbauer abstained from the vote, as he does business with TC3. The Agenda Item was approved (see below).
Karen Lang, of Preble, was given privilege of the floor. She is the president of the Little York Improvement Association. She said it is necessary to replace the dam at the south end of the lake. This will help to maintain the current environment of the lake, and will help assist in monitoring and maintenance of the lake. She said the current dam is dilapidated. She said there is federal stimulus funding that may be available to help with the project. 

Ann McLyman of Little York, read a letter she and her husband had sent to legislators. The letter urged the legislature to replace the dam at Little York Lake. She said the lake and the dam work well for flood control, as well as a recreational locale for Cortland County residents. 

John Carroll of Virgil discussed the proposed contract with Philips Lytle to assist in the county’s foreclosure process. He said he has met with the Treasurer's office and that the foreclosure process needs to be handled by a professional agency, outside of the county. He also said that a subsequent reduction in staff in the Treasurer’s Office and the County Attorney’s Office would not be beneficial to the county, as the positions in questions provide a variety of additional work, in addition to working on foreclosures. He said that there is no cost to the county in contracting with an outside agency.
Proclamations & Recognitions

The Clerk of the Legislature read a Proclamation proclaiming May as Foster Parent Month in Cortland County. Ms. Price presented the Proclamation to Jared Troutman of the Department of Social Services. He thanked the Legislature and introduced a Foster Family, who in turn discussed the benefits of being Foster Parents.

The Clerk of the Legislature read a Proclamation proclaiming May as Teen Pregnancy Prevention Month. Ms. Tytler presented the Proclamation to Elaine Lambert of the Jacobus Center who discussed the Zero Adolescent Pregnancy Program. 
The Clerk of the Legislature read a Recognition, recognizing Cortland County nurses during National Nurses Week. Ms. Tytler presented the recognition to Public Health Director Cathy Feuerherm. 

Receive & File

Ms. Price made a motion to Receive and File the 2008 Annual Report and Business Plan for the Department of Social Services, and the Farmland Protection Inspection Reports for the Sears, Henderson and Chace farms. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Chairman Daniels noted that DSS Commissioner Kristen Monroe will discuss the annual report at the May Human Services Committee meeting. All members voting in favor. None opposed.

Chairman Daniels said that a previous resolution regarding the sale of wine in grocery stores had been tabled at the April meeting. This has since been acted on by the state, and wine will not be permitted to be sold.

If the funding is granted, then the bonds let for this project will be paid by this funding. Mr. Waldbauer asked if the resolution could wait until the status of the funding is decided. Mr. Schrader said that there is a short window that will allow for construction, and the engineering for the dam needs to begin soon. He said that the resolution to bond for the project will have to be approved by the legislature at a later date, and that this resolution only approves moving forward on the project, and permitting the county to prepare for engineering and bonding. Mr. Willcox asked about the costs associated with the project. Mr. Schrader said that the cost estimates includes construction, right of way acquisition, engineering and site preparation. Mr. Willcox said that he is in favor of replacing the dam, but is concerned about the associated costs. Ms. Price asked when the dam would be built. Mr. Schrader said that if this resolution passes, construction could possibly begin in the spring of 2010. Mr. Schrader said portions of the projects, including bonding and awarding contracts will still have to be approved by the legislature. If the cost is greater than the estimates, the legislature will still have opportunity to re-evaluate the project. Ms. Tytler asked about the properties that may need to be acquired. Mr. Schrader said until the engineering and construction documents are prepared, those properties can not be identified. Mr. Williams suggested tabling the resolution to consider alternative payment plans, such as a “property enhancement payment,” park admission fees, leasing or selling the dam to the Lake Association, or generation of power at the dam. Mr. Schrader said that a taxing district is legally authorized and is the prerogative of the legislature. He said the personnel associated with collecting fees at the park would offset any potential revenues. He said he did not think there is enough volume or vertical drop at the dam to generate a productive amount of energy, but that he would look into that possibility. On motion of Mr. Cornell. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. Mr. Troy introduced an amendment to the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Waldbauer. Mr. Troy said that this amendment came at the recommendation of a committee tasked to review the Clerk of the Legislature position. He said this amendment would create a bi-partisan process of appointing a Clerk. The reason he is introducing the amendment, rather than having it included in the original resolution, is because members of the Rules of Order Review Committee felt the Rules revision would not be approved with the proposed amendment included. Mr. Williams asked the County Attorney about the legality of creating an advisory committee for this purpose. Mr. Ed Purser, County Attorney, said that the law indicates that nobody other than a member of the legislature could have a vote on such a committee, but there is nothing prohibiting the creation of such a committee, and that members other than legislators would be in an advisory nature only. He also noted that this amendment calls only for this committee to make a recommendation to the full legislature. Mr. Williams asked that the amendment be changed to allow it to be appointed by the respective parties, rather than the majority or minority leaders. Mr. Troy agreed to this amendment. Ms. Arnold said that two legislators from each party is too small of a cross-section from the legislature, and would prefer there to be three. Mr. Troy agreed to this amendment as well. Ms. Tytler said she would like to see this in the hands of the full legislature, rather than an advisory committee. Mr. Troy said this committee would only be giving a recommendation, and that the full legislature would still have the final vote. Ms. Wilcox said that this same process was done while appointing a county attorney and asked about the necessity of including it in the Rules of Order. Mr. Tagliente said that this would serve as a guide to future legislators. Mr. Daniels said that the Clerk does not have to be in place by the first meeting. He said that if a Clerk is not appointed at the organizational meeting, then the current clerk serves until a re-appointment or replacement has been appointed. Ms. Wilcox said that this is an attempt to keep politics out of the appointment, but at this time the County Clerk, who would advise the committee, is the chair of the Republican Party. The Clerk read the amended amendment, as such:
“There shall be an advisory committee consisting of the County Administrator, the County Clerk-elect, three Legislators-elect selected by the Legislators-elect of the majority party, and three Legislators-elect selected by the Legislators-elect of the minority party for the evaluation of candidates for Clerk of the Legislature.  This committee shall solicit candidates with the minimum professional qualifications as established by the Cortland County Civil Service Officer. The committee shall evaluate and recommend a candidate to the incoming Legislature. The Clerk of the Legislature shall be appointed by a majority vote of weighted votes of the total membership of the Legislature. In the event that the candidate selected by the advisory committee, is not confirmed, any Legislator may submit a candidate for approval providing this candidate meets minimum professional qualifications as established by the Cortland County Civil Service Officer.”
The Clerk called a Roll Call vote. (See attached). Legislators Cornell, Dafoe, Hartnett, Piombo, Spaulding, Steger, Tagliente, Troy, Waldbauer, Williams and Daniels voting in favor. The motion was approved with 27,011 weighted votes.

Mr. Piombo made a motion to amend the resolution to include the reduction of one staff position in the Treasurer’s Office and the County Attorney’s Office. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Mr. Williams noted that any amendment to a resolution must be presented in written form. Chairman Daniels called for a five minute recess to provide the written amendment as follows: 

RESOLVED, that the 2009 County Budget is amended to abolish the position of delinquent tax receiver in the Treasurer’s Office and a paralegal position with the County Attorney’s Office and create a full-time secretary position within the County Attorney’s Office, effective May 1, 2009.
Upon re-convening, Ms. Tytler asked where the full-time secretary position came from, as it was not part of the original motion. Mr. Schrader said that said that during the recess he spoke with Mr. Piombo and explained that if the paralegal position is eliminated, someone would need to staff the County Attorney’s office, as the County Attorney is only a part-time position, and Mr. Piombo had recommended making the secretary full-time. Ms. Price said that a position was recently added to the Treasurer’s Office at the recommendation of the County Administrator, and questioned cutting this position. Mr. Schrader said that the position added relived him of responsibilities that should have been being done in the Treasurers office, and the position being recommended in the amendment is referring to a different position. Ms. Tytler said that the positions in question perform other duties, in addition the foreclosure process, and that while she is in favor of reviewing county personnel, this is not the right way to do it. Mr. Willcox said that this amendment appears to be punitive, rather than fiscally responsible. Mr. Ross asked about the length of the proposed contract. Chairman Daniels said it was for one year.
The clerk took a Roll Call vote. (See attached) All legislators voting against the amendment, except legislators Piombo, Tagliente and Daniels. The motion failed. 

Mr. Williams said that there has been a lot of discussion regarding the foreclosure process, and that this is an opportunity to review the County Attorney’s Office in regards to a full-time position or the creation of a county law department that would provide continuity in the office and help avoid a backlog of foreclosures in the future. Mr. Waldbauer said that he has heard from the Treasurer that his office is capable of handling the job, and from the County Attorney that his office is capable of handling the job in house. He asked Mr. Schrader for his recommendation, and the potential costs associated with it. Mr. Schrader said the cost to the county is difficult to estimate, because it is based on the number of parcels to be foreclosed upon. He said he believes the cost per parcel being paid to the contractor should be considered a loss of potential revenue, because it is coming off of the cost of the properties that are being auctioned and not collected from the owners prior to the sale.  He said he believes the job can and should be done in house, and that the County Treasurer’s Office and the County Attorney’s Office need to be held accountable for the jobs that have been assigned to them. He said that the process itself needs to be altered because in the past the County Attorney’s office has requested that a third-party attorney review the work of the county attorney, and that is not required. He said that Mr. Purser should be given an opportunity to request of the court to proceed without a third-party attorney which costs money and takes time. Mr. Purser said that he has been working with the county for three and half months and in that time he has filed foreclosure papers for 2004 and 2006, and that 2005 were already done. He said that he is awaiting necessary paperwork from the Treasurers Office to move forward with the 2007 proceedings. He said that if all this work was done in three months, it is evident that his office is capable of processing the upcoming 2008 foreclosures in a timely fashion. Ms. Wilcox asked why the 2005 foreclosures, which are ready for sale, had not been auctioned. County Treasurer Patrick O’Mara said that he would prefer to have one sale, and has held off on auctioning the 2005 properties.  He said that the county has lost $300,000 in tax payments over the last several years because of delays in the process and contracting with Phillips Lytle would correct that, at no cost to the county, through this one-year contract. Mr. O’Mara said the problem arises with the turnover in the attorney’s office, and asked who the attorney was going to be in January. Chairman Daniels called for a Roll Call vote. The Clerk read the roll call. (see attached) The motion passed with 28,307 weighted votes with Legislators Arnold, Hartnett, Loomis, McKee, Price, Spaulding, Troy, Tytler, Wilcox, Willcox , Williams and Daniels voting in favor. He said that if the delinquent tax payers can prove they were not properly served and informed then the courts can overturn the decision. Ms. Price said that this has been done in the past. Mr. Purser agreed, but pointed out that in the past this was done before the judgments were filed with the courts. Mr. Purser suggested adding the words “if legally permissible” to the resolution. Mr. Troy pointed out that this can not be done for individual cases, that the opportunity needs to be extended to all delinquent taxpayers. Mr. Williams suggested withdrawing the motion and asking the parties in question to approach the courts. RESOLVED, that the Cortland County Treasurer, if legally permissible, is hereby authorized to accept cash or certified check payments of delinquent real property taxes, in full for all delinquent years, as well as any penalties, interest and associated costs, by May 15, 2009 before 4:00 p.m., which are included in the pending foreclosure of tax liens proceeding.
