Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting at approximately 6:04 p.m., followed by the Salute to the Flag. The Legislature observed a moment of silence for the late Tom Gilson, former director of the BDC/IDA.
The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. Mr. Tagliente, Mr. Willcox, Ms. Wilcox and Mr. Dafoe were absent.
Approval of Minutes

Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes. Seconded by Ms. Price. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

Privilege of the Floor

Mr. James Weiss of Marathon was granted Privilege of the Floor. Mr. Weiss serves as Chairman of the Freetown Planning Board. He discussed the implications to towns, the county, and residents in regards to potential environmental impacts of gas drilling. He suggested that legislators use a proactive approach in reviewing gas-drilling projects, as they have for the wind-farm project. He suggested creating a gas-drilling taskforce to see to these issues. 
Receive and File

The Clerk asked for a motion to Receive & File the Appointment of Robert Howe as Republican Election Commissioner. Ms. Price made a motion to Receive and File. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Tom Williams noted that he, as well as Mr. Willcox and Ms. Wilcox had been excluded from this appointment process. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The document was received and filed.

The Clerk asked for a motion to Receive and File the 2008 Sheriff’s Department Annual Report. Mr. Cornell made a motion to Receive and File. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The document was received and filed.

Unfinished Business
Mr. Waldbauer said that he is finding it difficult to vote on resolutions when he does not know the status of the current budget, or any idea as to what the budget may look like in 2010. He asked Mr. Schrader about the status of a projected budget report for 2010, with potential 10 percent or five percent cuts. Mr. Schrader said a meeting with department heads, and committee chairs will be held within the next week, and that he hopes a special meeting of the legislature could be held to discuss the findings of these meetings. 
Mr. Tom Williams asked about the status of Mr. Schrader’s contract. Mr. Schrader said he has not had an opportunity to discuss this with Mr. Purser yet, so his contract is still un-executed. 

Mr. Tom Williams asked about the status of lawsuits filed against the county and against Mr. Schrader in regards to the S. Main Street property acquisition. Mr. Purser said there are two separate actions that have been filed – One is pending in court, which the county is not a party to. The second action has not gone to discovery yet, as the county is waiting to see what happens with the first lawsuit before spending money to defend the second one. Mr. Schrader said the motion is set to be heard Sept. 14.
New Business

Agenda Item No. 1 – Resolution Amending Negotiation Policy and Guidelines Regarding Collective Bargaining at Tompkins Cortland Community College. 
On motion of Mr. Daniels. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Chairman Daniels requested Dr. Carl Haynes to address the legislature to explain the resolution. Dr. Haynes said that policy in Community Colleges has been shifting in recent years, where as the county sponsors have been recognizing the Board of Trustees as the authority in approving contracts, whereas the sponsor’s role is in approving the budget. He said Cortland County has expressed concern about how Tompkins County has handled the negotiation process, as it excluded the county legislature. He said the proposed resolution preserves the role of the county in influencing the outcome of a negotiation, if they choose to be involved, but recognizes the Board of Trustees authority to approve the contract. This does not effect the authority of the county to approve the budget. Dr. Haynes said that the state recognizes one sponsor, not two, thus Cortland and Tompkins counties can’t approve different TC3 budgets – they must both act on the same budget. Ms. Price said she does not think approving this resolution will be in the best long-term interest of the college, and that by approving it the county would be abdicating its responsibility. Mr. Purser said that he has read several opinions which indicated the county must approve fiscal operations, including employment agreements. Dr. Haynes said that this is inconsistent with more recent interpretations, and that several attorney’s from different counties would disagree. Chairman Daniels called for a roll-call vote (see attached). Legislators Arnold, Troy, Tytler, Waldbauer, T. Williams and Daniels voting in favor. The motion failed, with 15,626 weighted votes.
