Minutes
Order of Business

Chairman Daniels opened the meeting at approximately 6:03 p.m., followed by the Salute to the Flag. 

The Clerk of the Legislature took roll call. Mr. Tagliente was excused.
Approval of Minutes

Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of Aug. 27, 2009. Seconded by Mr. Willcox.  All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

Privilege of the Floor

Chairman Daniels extended Privilege of the Floor to Representatives from TCI Renewables, who gave a brief presentation about the Crown City Wind Farm project proposed for the towns of Truxton, Homer, Solon and Cortlandville. Mr. Waldbauer asked that the presentation be e-mailed to the legislature. 
Privilege of the Floor was granted to Sheriff Lee Price. Mr. Price said he is not in support of the proposed cuts to his department budget, and said cuts would prohibit him from properly executing his responsibilities as Sheriff. 

Colin Cummins, DSS employee and President of CSEA 6500, was granted Privilege of the Floor. He asked the legislature to approve the resolution that would grant a one-year contract extension with CSEA. He noted that all other county bargaining agreements have received wage increases, and said CSEA should be no different.
Mr. Robert Duell, Director of Fire & Emergency Management, was granted Privilege of the Floor. Mr. Duell spoke about the proposed budget cuts. He said that runs a very small department, and even a $1,000 cut would have far-reaching implications for his budget, specifically his travel/mileage budget, which pays for deputy-fire coordinators, who are volunteers that provide essential services. 

Mr. John Carroll of Virgil was granted Privilege of the Floor. Mr. Carroll said he does not believe the county has been operating according to the austerity budget, and referenced two snow plows that have been approved, but not yet purchased, that if cut would help reduce the 2009 budget gap and revenue shortfall. 

Proclamations & Recognitions

The Clerk read a Proclamation designating Disability Employment Awareness Month. Ms. Price presented the Proclamation.
The Clerk read a Proclamation designating Cornell Cooperative Extension National 4-H Week. Ms. Price presented the Proclamation. 

Receive and File

The Clerk asked for a motion to Receive & File the Resignation of the Conflict Attorney, the Retirement of the Director of Probation, and the 2007 and 2008 Annual Report for the Probation Department, and the Cortland County Actuarial Report. Ms. Price made a motion to Receive & File these documents. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. 
Unfinished Business

Mr. Schrader distributed and discussed the 2009 Mid-Year Budget Reduction Report, as well as the proposed 5% and 10% budget cut report. He explained that the 5% and 10% cuts are in addition to the numbers presented in the austerity budget, which represents about a 3.5% cut, or $2.8 million that has already been cut in 2009 expenses. He said the mid-year budget reduction report distributed at the Budget & Finance meeting calls for two lay-offs of positions that are currently filled, both the Mental Health Department. It also calls for several vacant positions to remain vacant until 2010, pending the adoption of the 2010 budget by the legislatures. He said an additional $248,000 which may be eliminated from expenditures by eliminating a contract with Family Counseling Services, which is not be utilized. He noted that the 10% hypothetical budget cuts are nearly impossible, and to reach these numbers he had to eliminate the entire Sheriff’s Department Road Patrol, and $1 million from the Highway Department. Mr. J. Williams noted that Sheriff Price and Mr. Duell had spoken against such cuts, and asked if Mr. Schrader had discussed these cuts with them. Mr. Schrader said he had, and that none of the departments will be happy with the proposed cuts. If the legislature were to adopt the 2010 budget with the proposed 5% cuts, there would be 26 layoffs. Mr. J. Williams said that if the county faces the same revenue shortfalls in 2010, then additional layoffs, or property tax increases would be necessary. He said he has serious concerns about the 2010 and 2011 budgets and doesn’t know how the county and county taxpayers can cope with the situation. Mr. Schrader said the legislature needs to act in regards to the proposed mid-year budget cuts, because two employees will need to be “put on notice.” Mr. Schrader explained the difference between various Highway accounts, and how those accounts are funded, and said that cutting Highway funds will not necessarily mean it will be reflected in the county’s General Fund. Ms. Wilcox said she was in favor of officially adopting the proposed mid-year budget cuts, but wanted to know the process if something needed to be changed. Mr. Daniels said if the proposal was adopted, any changes would have to be done by resolution by the legislature. Ms. Wilcox asked how many open positions there currently are. Mr. Schrader said about 45, but that a few may be filled soon, like Motor Equipment Operator in the Highway Department, once the snow begins to fall, but the position has been kept vacant all year until this point. Ms. Arnold asked which positions are proposed to be cut in Mental Health, and why. Mr. Schrader said the first is a counselor/social worker in Horizon House, and that the client census does not currently necessitate this position. The second is a Coordinated Services Coordinator, which he feels would save money in the long-term, but at this point it is not a cost benefit for the county. Mr. Waldbauer said he would like more time to consider the potential impacts to departments, if the mid-year budget cuts were officially adopted. Mr. T. Williams said that departments had been asked to submit their own proposed cuts, and that the legislators should have received these and should have been able to compare them to what Mr. Schrader has proposed. Mr. Schrader said that he met with the departments and with chairs of the legislature’s standing committees, and discussed potential cuts, but no formal documents were created. Ms. Price said she agreed with Mr. Waldbauer that legislators need more time to review the proposed cuts, and that a special session could be called to enact all or portions of the proposal. She said that the legislators do not have a resolution on their desks that give the specifics of adopting this mid-year budget reduction, and how any future changes would be done. Ms. Wilcox said she would support the mid-year report, but would like to add that every vacant position being filled be approved by the full legislature. Mr. Schrader said that a resolution is not necessary, and that it can be done by a simple motion. He also said that the only part of such a motion that is necessary is in regards to the two layoffs, as the rest of the proposal will happen as a matter of course, due to the already implemented Austerity Budget. Mr. J. Williams made a motion to adopt and enact the mid-year budget report as an amendment to the 2009 budget. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Chairman Daniels called for a roll call vote. The motion failed with a total weighted vote of 23,941. (See attached).
Mr. J. Williams made a motion to eliminate the two proposed positions in the Mental Health Department. Seconded by Mr. Piombo. Ms. Price asked about the potential impact on services if these two positions are cut. Mr. Schrader said that clients would have to be shifted to another counselor at Horizon House, but that services will not be interrupted. Duties associated the Coordinated Services position will be transferred to Mr. Kilmer. Ms. Tytler asked Mr. J. Williams to amend his resolution to allow for four weeks notice. Mr. J. Williams agreed. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Ross and Mr. Dafoe.
Executive Session

Mr. Troy made a motion to go into executive session to discuss contract negotiations with the CSEA Bargaining Unit. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. All members voting in favor, none opposed, and the Legislature held an executive session.
New Business
Following the executive session, Mr. Dafoe was absent. Mr. Troy made a motion to approve a resolution authorizing a one-year contract with CSEA. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Ms. Price called for a Roll Call vote. All members present voting in favor. The motion passed with 44,200 weighted votes. (See attached) The motion became:

“SECTION 2.  Subdivision (f) of section three of Resolution No. 216 as enacted in nineteen hundred sixty-seven, as amended, is amended to read as follows:

with respect to the additional tax of one percent imposed effective for the period commencing September 1, 1992, and ending November 30, 2011, the provisions of subdivisions (a), (b), (c), (d), and (e) of this section apply, except that for the purposes of this subdivision, all references in said subdivisions (a), (b), (c) and (d) to an effective date shall be read as referring to September 1, 1992, all references in said subdivision (a) to the date four months prior to the effective date shall be read as referring to May 1, 1992 and the reference in subdivision (b) to the date immediately preceding the effective date shall be read as referring to August 31, 1992.  Nothing herein shall be deemed to be exempt from tax at the rate in effect prior to September 1, 1992 any transaction which may not be subject to the additional tax imposed effective on that date.” 

SECTION 3.
Section four of Resolution No. 216 as enacted in nineteen hundred sixty-seven, as amended, is amended to read as follows:

“SECTION 4.  IMPOSITION OF COMPENSATING USE TAX

(a) Except to the extent that property or services have already been or will be subject to the sales tax under this enactment, there is hereby imposed on every person a use tax for the use within this taxing jurisdiction on and after September 1, 1992, except as otherwise exempted under this enactment, 

(B) of any tangible property purchased at retail, 

(C) of any tangible personal property (other than computer software used by the author or other creator) manufactured, processed or assembled by the user, 

(i) if items of the same kind of tangible personal property are offered for sale by him in the regular course of business, or 

(ii) if items are used as such or incorporated into a structure, building or real property, by a contractor, subcontractor or repairman in erecting structures or buildings, or building on, or otherwise adding to, altering, improving, maintaining, servicing or repairing real property, property or land, as the terms real property, property or land are defined in the Real Property Tax Law, if items of the same kind are not offered for sale as such by such contractor, subcontractor or repairman or other user in the regular course of business, 

(C)
of any of the services described in paragraphs (1), (7) and (8) of subdivision (c) of section two, 

(D)
of any tangible personal property, however acquired, where not acquired for purposes of resale, upon which any of the services described under paragraphs (2), (3) and (7) of subdivision (c) of section two have been performed, 

(E)
of any telephone answering service described in subdivision (b) of section two and,

(F)
of any computer software written or otherwise created by the user if the user offers software of a similar kind for sale as such or as a component part of other property in the regular course of business.

(b) For purposes of clause (A) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing September 1, 1992, and ending November 30, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent, and on and after December 1, 2011, the tax rate shall be at the rate of three percent, of the consideration given or contracted to be given for such property, or for the use of such property, including any charges for shipping or delivery as described in paragraph three of subdivision (b) of section one, but excluding any credit for tangible personal property accepted in part payment and intended for resale.

(c) For purposes of sub-clause (i) of clause (B) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing September 1, 1992, and ending November 30, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent, and on and after December 1, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent, of the price at which items of the same kind of tangible personal property are offered for sale by the user, and the mere storage, keeping, retention or withdrawal from storage of tangible personal property by the person who manufactured, processed or assembled such property shall not be deemed a taxable use by him.

(d) For purposes of subclause (ii) of clause (B) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing September 1, 1992, and ending November 30, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent, and on and after December 1, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent, of the consideration given or contracted to be given for the tangible personal property manufactured, processed or assembled into the tangible personal property the use of which is subject to tax, including any charges for shipping or delivery as described in paragraph three of subdivision (b) of section one.

(e) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this section, for purposes of clause (B) of subdivision (a) of this section, there shall be no tax on any portion of such price which represents the value added by the user to tangible personal property which he fabricates and installs to the specifications of an addition or capital improvement to real property, property or land, as the terms real property, property or land are defined in the Real Property Tax Law, over and above the prevailing normal purchase price prior to such fabrication of such tangible personal property which a manufacturer, producer or assembler would charge an unrelated contractor who similarly fabricated and installed such tangible personal property to the specifications of an addition or capital improvement to such real property, property or land.

(f) For purposes of clauses (C), (D) and (E) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing September 1, 1992 and ending November 30, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent, and on and after December 1, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent, of the consideration given or contracted to be given for the service, including the consideration for any tangible personal property transferred in conjunction with the performance of the service and also including any charges for shipping and delivery of the property so transferred and of the tangible personal property upon which the service was performed as such charges are described in paragraph three of subdivision (b) of section one.

(g) For purposes of clause (F) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing September 1, 1992, and ending November 30, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent, and on and after December 1, 2011, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent, of the consideration given or contracted to be given for


the tangible personal property which constitutes the blank medium, such as disks 
or tapes, used in conjunction with the software, or for the use of such property, 
and the mere storage, keeping, retention or withdrawal from storage of computer 
software described in such clause (F) by its author or other creator, shall not be 
deemed a taxable use by such person.”

SECTION 4.  Paragraph (B) of Subdivision (1) of section eleven of Resolution No. 216 as enacted in nineteen hundred sixty-seven, as amended, is amended to read as follows:

(B) 
With respect to the additional tax of one percent imposed for the period 
beginning September 1, 1992, and ending November 30, 2011, in respect 
to the use of property used by the purchaser in this County prior to 
September 1, 1992.”

SECTION 5.
This enactment shall take effect December 1, 2009.

Announcements

Mr. T. Williams made a motion that the county write a letter to all Union Representatives requesting of them a preference between future layoffs or renegotiation of contracts to consider wage concessions. Seconded by Mr. Willcox.  Mr. Daniels noted that to open contracts, both parties must be agreeable. Mr. T. Williams withdrew his motion.
