	Minutes Approval

Mr. Willcox made a motion to accept the minutes of September 7, 2010. Seconded Mr. Troy. All members present voting in favor, none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.
Mr. Ross made a motion to accept the minutes of the September 9, 2010 Special Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 23, 2010 Special Meeting. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. Ms. Briggs asked for a correction. All members voting in favor of the amended minutes; none opposed. The minutes were approved, pending a correction.

	RESOLUTION #1 – Award Bid – Dwyer Park Fire Extinguishing System

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Ross. This is for replacing the existing system with a “dry” system. The glycol in the existing system can be treated and separated at the Highway Garage, and then sent to the wastewater treatment plant. A repair of the existing system would cost about $15,700. Maintenance of the system will fall under the existing sprinkler system contract for all county buildings. All members voting in favor, none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Airport Lease Agreement/Airport Advisory Board
Mr. Willcox said he has yet to see a copy of the lease. Mr. D. Fuller said the lease is being reviewed by Mr. Purser and Mr. Spallor’s lawyer. The committee discussed if sub-leasing the airport hangar is authorized by the lease, and if so, who can authorize it. The committee agreed that it is allowed, with the authority of the Highway Committee. 
The committee further discussed the process and who should serve on an Airport Advisory Board. Mr. D. Fuller said that the airport manager would work with the advisory board. The board would provide leadership and guidance as to the operation and future of the airport. He asked the committee to recommend names as to who could/should serve on an Advisory Board. Ms. Briggs said she is concerned with the profit/loss situation at the airport, and the concept of sub-leasing, who is doing it and how much is being charged. Mr. R. Parker suggested that the county hire Mr. Reagan, who is currently doing a financial audit in the Treasurer’s Office, to also work at the airport. 
Cheningo Road Bridge
A public meeting will be held October 27 at 6 p.m. at the Truxton Fire Department to review the Chengingo Road Bridge project.
Engineering Services Committee
A committee needs to review and recommend engineering firms for two years for the Solid Waste department, and the Highway department. Mr. D. Fuller said the committee will consist of Mr. Chambers, Mr. Buerkle and Legislators Ross and Gofkowski.
Auction Results
Mr. Chambers distributed a report showing how much was received for highway equipment recently sold at auction. 
Electronic Recycling

The electronic recycling program must be re-bid. Right now it costs the county between $900 and $1,300 per month. It is not a mandatory service, but keeps people from dumping these things on the side of the road. The costs of this program will eventually be taken over by the electronics manufacturing, potentially in 2012.  Ms. Arnold made a motion to go out to bid for this service. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

Transfer Funds/Flooding repairs

Mr. Chambers said that repairs to county roads needed to be done due to the recent flooding, and money needed to be transferred from one account to another, all within the Highway Department budget. If state or federal assistance funds are provided, the money will be replaced to the appropriate budget line items. Ms. Arnold made a motion to allow the transfer. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

Flow control petitions

Mr. D. Fuller recognized Mr. Ron Fuller. Mr. Ron Fuller said he was not feeling well and could not address the committee at this time. The Clerk notified the committee that petitions with nearly 650 signatures in support of Flow Control has been received. They will be received and filed at the next legislative session. Mr. Troy asked about the status of the Ensol report. Mr. D. Fuller said that Chairman Williams has said that he and Mr. Murphy will review the report and ensure all information has been addressed. Mr. Ross said this is something the Highway Committee and other legislators should be doing. Mr. D. Fuller said that Chairman Williams will provide the report to the committee once all the concerns are addressed by the report. The committee asked Mr. D. Fuller to call about the report.
