	Discussion Items

	Fire & Emergency Management – Flooding
Ms. DeRusso spoke about the recent flooding event. Between 5 and 6 inches of rain fell, which was more than predicted. The towns of Cuyler and Solon enacted a State of Emergency due to the number of roads that were flooded, and the County Sheriff called for no unnecessary travel. She said so far there are about 404 homes and businesses reporting damages, but assistance for these people is yet to be determined. The preliminary estimate of damages countywide is about $400,000, of which nearly $130,000 is the cost to the county. She has requested a declaration of a “disaster area.” A state team must come in and validate the county’s claims with photos and a tour. It is yet to be determined if there was enough damage done throughout the region to warrant federal assistance.
