	Other Discussion Items

	discussion
	· Area Agency on Aging held the 15th Annual Enrichment Day. There were over 100 attendees, with 19 workshops. 
· Area Agency on Aging has accepted about 554 HEAP Applications, and processed about 275.

· Every three years the Office of Children & Family Services visits counties to review Child Protective Cases. The state will have a team in Cortland County at the end of this month. 

· Employment   & Training budget review - Ms. Sandwick said the 2010-2011 budget is about $664,000. Eight years ago the budget was over $1 million. The staff has also been cut in half during this time. She explained that no county funds go into these programs, that it is all state and federal money. This regional office also covers Cayuga County. 

· Mr. Cornell will no longer be able to be the Health Committee’s representative on the Older Americans Group. Mr. Spaulding said he would attend these meetings. 

· Mr. Troy said the Youth Bureau Board is creating a priority list to determine how funds are allocated and to whom. 
· Mr. Lann asked if the pass-through monies received by his department could be left out of the budget, as it inflates the budget numbers. Mr. Price told him to discuss this with Mr. Murphy.
