	Minutes Approval

Mr. Troy made a motion to accept the minutes of October 12, 2010. Seconded Ms. Briggs. All members present voting in favor, none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	RESOLUTION 1 
	Authorize Agreement – Electronic Recycling

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. Chambers explained the reason that the bid is for $0.00 per ton is that a new law will be going into effect soon that will require the manufacturer to cover the cost for recycling. The bidder, which was the only bid received, has agreed to collect that fee from the manufacturer after the April 1, 2011 implementation, rather than bill the county until then. The previous cost was $100 per ton. All members voting in favor, none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	RESOLUTION 2
	Authorize Agreement – JM Murray Center Recycling Sorting Services – Highway/Recycling

	Discussion
	Mr. Ross made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Chambers said this is a renewal of the existing contract. He said the budget line leaves about $4,000 in addition to this contract for contingency situations such as overtime near holidays. Those contingency funds have not been used in 2010 as they have not been necessary. Mr. Willcox asked about the situation with the JM Murray Center proposal to take over the recycling center. The county is awaiting an arbitration hearing December 16 with the union. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution 3
	Create/Appoint Airport Advisory Board

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Mr. Purser indicated that Mr. Snyder’s mailing address is outside of Cortland County and he will have to review the legality of that. Mr. Fuller said he would replace Mr. Snyder on this board, as his residency is in question. Ms. Briggs said that she thought there was already an advisory committee put in place several years ago and wanted to know the status. The Clerk said he would review these appointments. Mr. Ross said that Ms. Briggs should be on this committee, as the airport is in her district. Ms. Briggs said that Mr. Kevin Mack of Cortlandville would also be a good candidate for this Board. Mr. Fuller agreed to pull this resolution from consideration until next month, so Mr. Troy withdrew his motion.

	Mr. Ross made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Chambers said that the Soil & Water Conservation District does the testing and reporting to the DEC. It is the same cost as last year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution 5
	Authorize Agreement/Leachate Testing – Microbac

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. Chambers said that this leachate testing is required by the State Pollutant Discharge Elimination program. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	Discussion
	Airport 
Mr. Willcox asked about the status of the airport contract with Mr. Spallor. Mr. Purser said he has had conversations with Mr. Spallor’s attorney and they are trying to set a meeting to go over the contract. Mr. Willcox said he has been in the building and operating without a contract since October and would like to know what the hold-up is. Ms. Briggs reminded the committee that the county will go out to bid six months prior to the expiration of the contract. Mr. Williams said he has spoken with Ms. Briggs, who knows of another interested party for the airport rental. She has agreed to vote in favor of a five-year deal with Mr. Spallor, if the other interested party can not pay, or compliment the airport to the county’s satisfaction.
McGraw Request to tip at landfill

Mr. Fuller said he has received a request from the Village of McGraw to dump flood-related debris at the landfill free-of-charge. Mr. Chambers said the debris has already been dumped, but he would need a resolution to allow him to not bill the village. Mr. Troy made a motion to waive the tipping for the village for the Sept. 20/Oct. 1 flood-related debris. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Ross, who abstained. The motion was approved. 
Ensol Landfill Analysis
Mr. Fuller said a public information session will be held December 6 at 6 p.m. to allow the public to ask questions regarding the analysis. Mr. Fuller said the analysis has an estimated sales figure of $18.2 millions, but that did not include the cost of road repair of Shippey and E. River Roads, which is estimated at $2.5 million. Mr. Purser said General Municipal Law has restrictions on the sale of landfill property, and that needs to be reviewed if that is the direction the legislature decides to go. He said Ontario County has already gone through this and can be researched. Mr. Ross said that properties along the major routes to the landfill may have the right to have their assessments reviewed, which could also result in an annual loss of property tax. Mr. Fuller said this and other questions can be reviewed on Dec. 6. He asked that those with questions e-mail Mr. Battaglia of Ensol prior to the Dec. 6 meeting. He said he would also like Mr. Battaglia to come to a Highway Committee meeting for more detailed questions, immediately following the 6 p.m. presentation. 
Little York Lake Dam
Mr. Fuller said that to move forward with the dam, the county and consultants need to select an alternative for repair/replacement. He reviewed the alternatives, stating that #1 is allowing one large  sleuceway and one smaller one. This would also mean replacement of culverts south of the dam and under the road. Alternative #2 is a rubber bladder. Alternative #3 is enlarging the width of the spillway and dam to allow for additional space for water to flow, and this would allow the culverts to stay. Mr. Willcox asked about any federal funds from Senator Schumer’s office, who announced legislation at the Little York Lake dam in 2009. Mr. Chambers said there will be no financial assistance from that funding source, because it does not meet the criteria of the legislation, as this is a low-hazard dam. Mr. Chambers said he is only asking for approval to design the dam, and the funds have already been allocated for this. Money to construct the dam has not been allocated yet. Mr. McClyman said the “drag-line” the plan calls for may cause hardship for boat and property-owners, as this is a very narrow area to maneuver on the water, and this should be addressed with the consultant. Mr. Troy made a motion to select Alternative #3 from consultants Gomez & Sullivan for the dam replacement. Seconded by Mr. Ross. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
