	Discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Ms. Monroe said that a state imaging project in 2008. Documents were sent to Binghamton to be scanned and the per-page cost was to be determined by volume. In 2010 the bills came in higher than expected. On-site scanning is now being implemented, so these charges will no longer be necessary. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Employment & Training

Ms. Davison said the department is getting $10,979 in incentive funds for the number of youth sent to school in 2009. Also they were notified that the department must prepare a performance improvement plan for the number of people who exit the program while still accepting Unemployment benefits. She said they attempted to negotiate this last year, but was unsuccessful, so an improvement plan is being created. 
Mr. Purser asked about payment for rent at the Main Street facility. Ms. Davison said the rental agreement has been signed by the state, but money is owed from Dec. of 2007 forward. 
Youth Bureau

State is reducing the Youth Bureau’s state aid vouchers by 1.1%, so funds from September 2010 through March of 2011. Ms. Monroe said this percentage will cover the state’s federal Medicaid money the state is not getting, which was budgeted for in the state budget. The 1.1% is being cut from other department’s state funds as well.

Social Services

Ms. Monroe reviewed the updated caseload statistics. She said the temporary cash assistance program figures are down from last year. Medicaid-only cases continue to rise, by about 9%. Daycare cases are on the rise, which may indicate more people are working.  

The county is going to receive about $601,000 from Medicaid that was overpaid through the weekly payments. 

She distributed a memo regarding Public Assistance Policy. She said the county has had a policy of not providing any non-mandated social services. She said the department has not budgeted for such a program, and asked the committee if they would like to budget for an assistance program with county funds in the future. Mr. Cornell made a motion that the county continue to offer the same services offered now, which are only mandated services. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Boards/Committees

Committee members reviewed happenings on the Older Americans Advisory Board, the Nutrition Board, the Youth Board and the RSVP Board. Mr. Fuller said the RSVP workers have been helping with the vaccination clinics, and will hold a “Holiday Happening” party on December 3.
