	Amend 2011 Budget – Dwyer Park Property Repairs

The money was in the 2010 budget, but work won’t be done until 2011, so the money must be moved. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion
	Landfill/Ensol Meeting 
The Committee discussed the Dec. 6 informational meeting. It appeared that many in attendance had a preconceived notion that the legislature has decided to sell the landfill. This is not the case. No decisions have been made and legislators are still evaluating all the options. Mr. Ross asked about the possibility of accepting waste from other counties. Mr. Chambers said that would require a change in the local law, and the solid waste management plan, which must be approved by the DEC. Mr. Pace said he would like to evaluate operations at the recycling center. Ms. Briggs said these are all “big picture” options, and she would like to consider short-term options at the January meeting. Mr. Williams suggested looking into volume discounts as a way to entice local haulers to use the landfill. Mr. Ross said it is important to have an estimate of how much trash is generated in Cortland County, versus how much is dumped here. The committee asked Mr. Chambers to invite a solid waste engineer from the DEC to attend the next meeting, and also to review potential BUD materials.
