He said there is a small cost to the county in administering this grant, but feels that it is worth it. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Other Discussion Items

	other discussion items
	· Ms. DeRusso said there is disaster response training coming up for public officials, and she would recommend that legislators participate, especially the Chairman of the Legislature, the County Administrator and the Public Information Officer. 
· Mr. Moses said he would like to talk to the County Attorney regarding gold and silver dealers in the county, and firewood salesmen. He noted that he has not been able to find anyone who has gotten a receipt for firewood. Mr. Williams said that firewood salesmen who get paid through HEAP should have a taxpayer ID number and a receipt required.
· Sheriff Price said he is planning on replacing two patrol cars, instead of three, which he usually does each year. The committee asked that the Sheriff’s Department look into the possibility of purchasing the vehicles locally. 
· Captain Helms said the Sheriff’s Department has been handling all animal neglect and abuse cases since Jan. 1, as the county has not contracted with the SPCA. He said the department has fielded about 21 complaints, from cows to sheep, ducks, dogs and cats. There has been about 60 man-hours invested in those 21 calls.  He said the department is ready and willing to continue doing this, but there is a learning curve and a cost to the county through personnel and housing of animals.
· Ms. DeRusso said NYS offers a training seminar for newly elected officials for emergency preparedness, and she is going to schedule a training session from 9 to 11:30  a.m. and she will let legislators know when the date is set.

· Mr. Duell said a countywide communications project is underway. The county drafted its own RFP specs and other municipalities are interested in piggybacking or making adaptations to the county RFP. He said he will speak about this with Mr. Purser.
