	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Dayton spoke on behalf of the Criminal Justice Advisory Board. He said an active discussion was held at a recent CJA Board meeting regarding funding for Family Counseling Services for drug evaluations in the jail and attendance in drug court proceedings. He said there are other entities that can address these concerns in the future, and thanks to the assistance of the legislators who attended that meeting, the evaluations have been being covered, even without the FCS contract. Ms. Gofkowski said the county could do an RFP for these services. Mr. Williams said the Mental Health Department will also provide a cost estimate for providing this service “in house.” 
· Mr. Duell, members of the Communications Advisory Board and the county’s consultant, Federal Engineering, will give a short presentation on the status of the Interoperable Communications project at the March 25 Legislative Session. 

· The Clerk distributed a memo on behalf of Carl Moses, Director of Weights & Measures. The Committee reviewed the memo and look forward to additional reports from Mr. Moses regarding gold/silver traders and firewood sellers. 

· Mr. Williams said he would like to see the Code of Ethics be “completely rewritten” and that he has support for that from attorneys. He said the Code of Ethics should not be used as a vehicle for punishment, political or otherwise. He asked that Mr. Park appoint a committee, to include Mr. Purser, to review the code and make recommendations to the JPS Committee. Ms. Gofkowski made a motion that a committee be established and the Code of Ethics be re-written. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. Mr. Park will select members for the sub-committee. Mr. Fuller recommended that a veteran legislator also be appointed to the committee.
