	resolution #2
	Requesting That the State of New York Appropriately Disburse the Statewide Wireless 911 Cellular Surcharge

	discussion
	Mr. Fuller made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded , by Mr. Bushnell. Sheriff Price said the county gets a very small percentage of the surcharge, which brings in more than $200 million per year. He said the state uses this money for a variety of things, not necessarily emergency services upgrades, which was the original intent. 	· Mr. Dayton said he has been having some difficulty getting drug evaluations in the jail. Mr. Williams said to please contact Diana Claflin in ATI if he has any further problems, as he thought this had been taken care of. He added that Family Counseling Services had provided an estimate to do the evaluations, and then withdrew that offer. Mr. Dayton agreed, and said there has only been about 10 evaluations done this year. 
· Mr. Dayton noted that approximately 28% of the Assigned Counsel funds that were budgeted have already been used. He said this could be a problem, as these costs tend come in more at the end of the year when lawyers finish billing for the year.

· Mr. Williams said he is working with the District Attorney’s Office to see why the 2009 revenue line was significantly less than what was budgeted. Mr. Suben said he thinks it is because the state and county are on different fiscal calendars.

· Ms. Cutia presented the 2009 Annual Report for the Probation Department. Mr. Park said it can be discussed at the May meeting. 
· Mr. Park said he is awaiting a copy of an Ethics Code review from the NYS Comptrollers Office and he has not yet appointed members to a Code of Ethics Review Committee, but expects to within a week or so.
