	Amend Budget – Area Agency on Aging/RSVP

	Discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. Ms. Deloff said these are additional state funds being added to the budget. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Resolution #2
	Authorize Agreement/Amend Budget – CNY Works and E&T Grant Administration

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. There was no discussion. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

	resolution #3
	Abolish/Create Senior Caseworker/Case Supervisor Grade B

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Ms. Monroe said this will allow for a supervisor, acting as a liaison to the community, working with other Mental Health providers and schools and other Human Service providers. The funding for this position is already in the budget, but the position is being elevated due to a change in job duties. The goal of this community-wide project will be to reduce Foster care placements and other detentions. This will also result with a cut in the position working with probation, but Ms. Monroe feels that the benefit is greater by doing this. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	
	Other Discussion Items

	discussion
	· Mr. Lann introduced Dr. Richard Kendrick, the SUNY Director of Civic Engagement. Dr. Kendrick said that SUNY has been managing the fiscal portion of the countywide Americorps program, but is looking to hand it off this year. Mr. Lann said he would be willing to take over this aspect of the program, as he is already to the programmatic portion. Mr. Lann will provide the committee with pros and cons of him taking over this program, and any budgetary implications. 
·  Mr. Lann gave an overview of the Youth Bureau Department, including the funding sources, active community programs, and how the Board operates. 
· Ms. Monroe said there is an additional $100 benefit being offered to HEAP recipients. 

· Ms. Monroe added that there are 37 people in Cortland County who have exhausted their 99-week unemployment benefit, and that may affect the number of people relying on DSS Services. 

· Ms. Monroe said she will have the DSS 2009 Annual Report ready next month. Ms. Price asked that she discuss the annual report and give a department overview in May. The AAA can report in June.

· Ms. Deloff said that May is Older American’s Month. She said there will be a dinner dance, as well as special dinners at all the senior centers. The Senior Citizen of the Year will be recognized at the dinner. The AAA is also honoring the county’s centenarians. There were 318 essays submitted for the annual essay contest on “Why an Older Person is Special to Me.” 

· Ms. Arnold said the AAA outreach to seniors is working. There were 80 unique individuals served at the Truxton Senior Center in March. 

· Ms. Deloff and Mr. Bullock said that seniors and veterans need to be aware of potential scams targeting older Americans. Their offices are available to answer questions.

· Ms. Price asked about the status of the Pro-Act contract. The clerk said he will review this with the County Attorney’s Office and report back in the May meeting, along with the latest quarterly figures of county savings.
