	Cooperative Extension 

Mr. McEvoy said $15,000 has been raised to replace the dock at Camp Owahta. There will be 600 fourth-graders at the fairgrounds for the Ag-Stravaganza. June 9th there will be fifth-graders going to the McMahon farm for Dairy Month. He then introduced Angela Perry, the Bike Safety Coordinator. Ms. Perry spoke about the Governor’s Traffic Safety Ward for more than $30,000 for the Highway to Helmet program, as well as many other projects she coordinates for ensuring the safety of Cortland County Cyclists, as well as promoting cycling itself. In 2009 there were 547 helmets given out and had eight bike rodeos. She also spoke about the RUBEY Program (Recycling Used Bicycles by Educating You.) 
Soil & Water Conservation District

Ms. Barber said that June 5th is the annual Water Festival. The SWCD is working with SUNY Cortland on a stormwater back-flow project, and they are also working on correcting potential errors or changing previous changes to the floodplain map. She mentioned a meeting at the end of May for the All-Hazard Mitigation Plan that is being administered through Fire & Emergency Management. They are beginning to work on the process to begin aquatic weed harvesting on Song Lake, Melody Lake and Little York Lake. 
Greyhound Bus Stop
Mr. Dineen sent a letter to Greyhound Bus to discourage drivers from parking on the south side of Central Ave. He distributed a response to this letter from Don Broska, indicating they will comply. Ms. Arnold noted that this was not the motion that was approved at the April meeting, which gave Greyhound 90 days to find a new location. She made a motion to rescind the previous motion at the April meeting, and that the current location is acceptable if they adhere to the county’s request. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. All members voting in favor; none opposed.
TCI Renewables/Windmill project
Mr. Dineen said that he, Mr. Williams and others will be meeting with TCI Renewable on May 20 to review the project and determine if it will move forward, or at least what steps to take next. Mr. Ross  asked about the status of the proposed Road Preservation law. Mr. Purser and Mr. Dineen indicated that it will be discussed at the June Highway Committee meeting.
NY Jets 
Mr. Williams said the possibility could exist that, if approved, First Transit may run busses from the SUNY parking lots to downtown Cortland at a rate of $75/hour. He said no commitment has been made for this yet. He said early estimates are that 70-80,000 people will be visiting this summer for Jets camp.
CNY Resource & Conservation Board

Ms. Arnold distributed a report from Jean Tyler, the county’s representative on this Board.
