· Older American’s Month dinners will be held at senior centers throughout the county. The annual dinner/dance will be May 21 and the Senior Citizen of the Year award will be announced. 
· Mr. Troy gave the committee a copy of the congregate meal report for the senior centers and noted that the average number of meals has gone up in Truxton since the fourth day was added.  

· Ms. Monroe said that Mary Ellen Neville is retiring at the end of August. Her position has been posted. She will be missed and DSS hopes to fill the position as soon as possible.
· Wendy Franklin, Attorney for DSS resigned. Ms. Monroe will be consulting with the County Attorney to figure out the best way to fill this position.

· Ms. Monroe reviewed the 2009 Annual Report, which also serves as a business plan for 2010. There are 129 full-time employees, with four administrative directors, and the commissioner. In 2009 DSS came in $914,000 under budget.
