Mr. Williams suggested keeping the hours to only 17 so the county will not have to pay benefits, and thus possibly extend the time the person can work. All members voting in favor; none opposed. 	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Lann said the Americorp Program received the annual funding grant in the amount of $145,000. The ARRA funds from this year will be lost, so the county will be losing between 8-10 Americorp workers next year.
· Mr. Bullock said that Lowes will be offering a 10% discount to veterans, which will be a great benefit once Lowes comes to Cortlandville.

· Mr. Bullock gave an overview of benefits received by Cortland County Veterans. Cortland County veterans received total benefits of $14,205,000.00. (5,461,000 in pensions, $433,000 for education; Insurance and Indemnities $256,000 and $8,055,000 in medical benefits) This is an increase of $2.8 million from 2008.
· Ms. Monroe said that DSS has a new attorney that will start June 21. The Coordinated Child Services position has been filled and will be housed in the former elections office.

· Child Protective Services has received a grant that will provide 17 laptops.
· Ms. Deloff reviewed the 2009 Annual Report.
