	Minutes Approval

Mr. Park asked for a motion to approve the minutes of May 11, 2010. Mr. Fuller made a motion to accept the minutes. Seconded by Ms. Cobb. All members voting in favor, and the minutes were approved as printed.

	Discussion Items
Sheriff Dept. Schedule

Mr. Park said that he wanted the committee to be aware that he has asked Ms. Gofkowski to work with Sheriff’s Department on a different schedule format, and she is in the process of working on this.
NY Jets

Sheriff Price said a request has been made for law enforcement at the NY Jets training camp. The request is for fewer officers and fewer hours than last year, but will still be about 148 hours of overtime, which will cost under $10,000.

Fire & Emergency Management

Mr. Duell said that the Radio and Pager Maintenance line item in his budget will exceed the budgeted amount, and funds will have to be allocated for this. For now he is transferring from other accounts, but will not be able to cover all expenses. 
Interoperable Communications Project

Mr. Park asked about the status of the bids received for the project. Mr. Duell said there will be two different RFPs. One for 700-800 megahertz, and the other for UHF. The Communications Advisory Board will review these and make recommendations to the Legislature by August. 
Weights & Measures

Mr. Moses said he is working with the County Attorney’s Office on a local law to regulate gold and silver dealers buying goods within Cortland County. He said he has had several “run-ins” with these dealers, who often use illegal scales, and that he has had to levy fines in the past. 

Ignition Interlock/Leandra’s Law

Ms. Cutia said that the proposed program has been sent to the committee to be reviewed. There is the possibility of a grant to offset the county’s cost. Mr. Williams said the Seven Valley’s Health Coalition has submitted a proposal to administer the ignition interlock program. The committee discussed the proposal, but took no action.

Public Defender

Mr. Dayton distributed copies of the 2009 Public Defender’s Annual Report. The committee reviewed this. Mr. Williams said he would contact Mr. Dayton with further questions.

	Authorize Agreement – Autopsy Services/Lourdes Hospital

	The Clerk explained that this resolution was already passed this year, but due to an increase in the rates charged by Lourdes Hospital, the original resolution needs to be amended. Mr. Park asked that Mr. Sharp look into the increases and compare these rates with other facilities. The Clerk asked if there is a reason the county contracts with Lourdes, rather than another facility. Mr. Sharp said the Lourdes Hospital Forensic Pathologist is qualified and has done an excellent job in testifying in court cases. Mr. Suben and Sheriff Price agreed. Mr. Sharp will look into the rates and report back to the committee. Ms. Gofkowski made a motion to table the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Cobb. The resolution was tabled.

	Authorize Agreement – TLC Emergency Management Medical Services, Inc. / Coroners

	Ms. Gofkowski made a motion to take this resolution from the table. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. Mr. Sharp said he has contacted several funeral homes regarding Coroner transports, as well as Smith Ambulance from DeRuyter. He said there was no interest in providing this service. He said that if he is capable of doing the transport, he will do so. If not, then TLC would be contacted. The committee discussed the rates offered from TLC Ambulance. Ms. Trish Hansen and Mr. David Butler reviewed the costs associated with the transports, stating personnel, fuel, insurance and other factors. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
