	Minutes Approval

The Committee heard a presentation from Ensol Inc. on potential operations at the Cortland County Landfill. The Clerk was requested to send this PowerPoint Presentation to all legislators.

	Resolutions

	RESOLUTION #1 – Authorize Easement of County Property - Airport

	Discussion
	Mr. Buerkle distributed a resolution that was not on the agenda. He explained that the county now owns the property in question, due to a tax foreclosure. He is requesting that the county put an easement on the property before auctioning it, to make it easier to mitigate any future Runway Protection Zone obstructions. Ms. Briggs asked if it would be better for the county to retain a portion of the property, rather than establish an easement. Mr. Buerkle agreed that would be better. Mr. Purser said that a survey must be done, and the deed altered. Mr. Ross made a motion to amend the resolution for the county to retain the property within the RPZ. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. Mr. Buerkle said he can have the map, easement and deed drawn up, but that Mr. Purser would have to review and file the paperwork. Mr. Purser said when the property is listed and advertised for auction it must note that it is excepting the portion within the RPZ. All members voting in favor of the amendment, except Mr. Troy, who was opposed.
Mr. Fuller then called the vote on the amended resolution. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Troy, who was opposed. 



	RESOLUTION #2 – Award Project Reinforcement Bars/Telephone Road Bridge

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. Chambers said this is Consolidated Highway Improvement Program (CHIPS)  money. This was put out to bid last month, but no bids were received. They re-bid the project and this was the result. The county will do the installation, which will save some money. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	RESOLUTION #3 – Rental Contract – Highway/Fairgrounds

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. Mr. Fuller said the rental of the site has been the same for years. Mr. Ross asked about the building on S. Main Street. That building is too small to house much highway equipment. All members voting in favor of the amended resolution, except Mr. Ross and Mr. Willcox. The resolution was approved. 

	RESOLUTION #4 – Authorize Agreement/NYS Page Green Road Phase III

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. Mr. Chambers said this is the project that was delayed due to lack of stimulus funds. The money has been granted again, and the local share has decreased since the original plan. All members voting in favor. The resolution was approved.

	RESOLUTION # 5 – Award Highway Construction Project – Reconstruction of Page Green Road

	Discussion
	Mr. Ross made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. Chambers said the approval to hire an engineer for the project was granted in 2009. Ms. Arnold asked that that be included in the resolution. Mr. Buerkle said that work should begin in August. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Ross. The motion was approved. 

	RESOLUTION #6 – Approve Contract for Engineering – Cheningo Rd. Bridge Replacement (PIN 3755.15)/Highway

	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. Mr. Fuller said he appointed a committee to review qualifications of engineers, and Barton & Loguidice was selected.  All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Mr. Fuller said the next  eight resolutions are for contracts with the respective towns for plowing county roads, at a cost of $3,300 per mile. (Entire width miles, not one-way miles). The cost has been the same for several years. Mr. Chambers noted that Cincinnatus will also be plowing about eight miles of a state road. Mr. Chambers said that additional contracts may be proposed with other towns, and he is discussing this with those respective towns. Mr. Willcox asked if these contracts could be treated as a consent agenda. There were no objections. Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. All members voting in favor of the resolution; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Landfill Compactor
Mr. Chambers said there are two landfill compactors at the landfill. One of these needs repairs in excess of $33,000. The machine is scheduled for replacement in 2011, and has more than 14,000 operating hours, which is beyond its intended service life. He suggested purchasing a new machine now, rather than spending the money to repair it. He suggests using $269,000 from the landfill equipment reserve account, $22,000 from the landfill equipment purchase operating line, and $75,000 from the leachate pipeline/capping reserve fund. However, the county must show the DEC that funding is provided to the capping reserve fund, so to offset the $75,000 he recommends reducing payments from tipping fees that go into the equipment reserve account for 14 months, and putting it into the capping reserve account. Mr. Troy made a motion to go out to bid for a new compactor. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Ms. Briggs asked if there were other estimates for the repair of the existing machine. Mr. Chambers said no, as the compactor was disassembled, and would have to be reassembled to move it to another garage. Ms Briggs asked Mr. Chambers to get estimates from other garages for the repair, based upon the specs provided by the shop the machine is currently in. Mr. Chambers said this could be provided. Mr. Willcox asked if this equipment could be rented. Mr. Chambers answered “no.” All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
Cortland County AirFest 

Mr. Buerkle said the Cortland County Aviators would like to hold the annual AirFest event at the airport July 17. It will be held in conjunction with the Cortland Downtown Partnership and the Taste of Downtown event. They have requested the county provide the portable restrooms for the event. Mr. Buerkle said the county has covered this expense in the past, and it is in the airport budget. Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the event and the portable restrooms. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Ms. Briggs asked why the county would pay for the toilets, when other agencies would have to pay for this at their events. Mr. Buerkle said the county more than makes up for the cost of this through the sale of fuel, sales tax and other sources. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The  motion was approved.
Metal Object Removal

Mr. Chambers asked for approval to go to bid for the removal of metal objects at the landfill and highway department. This is a revenue source to the county. Mr. Ross made a motion to go out to bid for this service. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Dwyer Park Pavilion
Ms. Briggs said she will be meeting with Crawford &  Stearns at the Dwyer Park Pavilion to review the condition of the building. Once the report is provided by Crawford & Stearns the legislature can decide if the county will contract with Thoma Development to prepare a grant application.

Structural Steel – Landers Corners Bridge
Mr. Chambers asked for approval to go out to bid for the structural steel for this bridge. Ms. Arnold made a motion to go out to bid. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

Draft Road Preservation Law

The Draft Road Preservation Law will be discussed at the July meeting. 

	Executive Session

Ms. Briggs, made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a contract. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The committee held an executive session.
