	Minutes Approval

Mr. Park asked for a motion to approve the minutes of June 8, 2010. Mr. Fuller made a motion to accept the minutes. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. All members voting in favor, and the minutes were approved as printed.

	Discussion Items
Sheriff Dept. 

Sheriff Price said there are 82 inmates right now, and the average daily census requires that prisoners be housed out of the county. There were 19 prisoners housed out over the weekend. The committee discussed challenges at jail and the process of moving inmates through the judicial system. Mr. Suben said the jail is too small for a county the size of Cortland. 
Interoperable Communications Project

Mr. Park asked about the status of the bids received for the project. Mr. Corpora said the RFP documents have gone out and are due back by Sept. 10. Mr. Fuller spoke  about the possibility of municipalities assisting in the funding of this mandatory project. The Communications Advisory Board will do extensive reviews and make recommendations to the committee regarding the various options. 
Jail Camera Replacement

Mr. Corpora said the county has had new cameras for the jail for over a year. The cameras were purchased through a grant, but require new wiring to install them. Quotes to do the work were from $6,600 up to $9,400. He said while IT and Buildings & Grounds have personnel who could do the work, those employees do not have the time to do so, as other work needs to be done. Mr. Park asked Mr. Murphy to work with IT and Buildings & Grounds to get this accomplished, or make another recommendation. 
Weights & Measures

Mr. Moses said he recently attended the annual Weights & Measures conference. He said that Ethanol in gasoline is causing problems with older engines and small engines, and will be going from 10 percent to about 15 percent soon. Other topics of the conference included gold and silver dealers and firewood deliveries/payment.

Probation Department
Ms. Cutia said that the NYS budget has not yet been released, but counties are being told to expect a 10% cut in state aid/reimbursement. She said the Ignition Interlock Program for the County has been accepted and approved by the state. The committee talked about the Ignition Interlock vendors picking up a portion of the cost of the device for those who can not afford it. 
Public Defender

Mr. Dayton said that Cortland County had a constitutional victory that he tried. He said two recent cases he tried, if billed by assigned counsel, would have cost the county $11,000 and $18,000 respectively, and this should be considered when determining the future of this department.
