	Minutes Approval

Mr. Fuller made a motion to accept the minutes. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. All members voting in favor, and the minutes were approved as printed.

	RESOLUTION #1
	Authorize Agreement – Sheriff’s Department/AAT Communications System Corporation

	discussion
	Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. The sheriff said that this resolution is for maintenance for the recorder of calls through the dispatch center. The current contract expires at the end of August. This is included in the 2010 budget. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Jail Roof Replacement 

Mr. B. Parker and Sheriff Price said that the roof can be replaced, while inmates are inside, as long as the roof is not opened and the interior penetrated. Mr. B. Parker said he has a “rough estimate” from Yaman Construction. Mr. R. Parker had previously distributed information regarding a EPDM (Ethylene Propylene Diene Monomer) Rubber Roofing. Mr. B. Parker said the project will likely have to be put out to bid. Mr. Williams asked about the possibility of training inmates to install an EPDM roof. Mr. B. Parker will get quotes from other contractors, and will look into the requirements necessary to train and/or install and EPDM roof. 

Fire & Emergency Management
Mr. Duell said that the bid opening for the Interoperable Communications Project is scheduled for September 10. Mr. Park said that once the bids are opened the JPS Committee would like to review the various options for meeting the FCC mandate. Mr. Fuller said that Virgil is purchasing new radios, and asked if those would be compatible with the new system. Mr. Duell said no, that Virgil’s radios are being purchased through a grant, and will not tie in with county or neighboring municipalities. 

Probation Department

Ms. Cutia said that the department is expecting a 10% cut in funding from NYS in 2011. Changes in accounting will also provide funding in block grants of 50% in September, 25% in November and 25% in January. The anticipated funds to be received in 2011 is $233,588. 
While the Ignition Interlock plan has been approved for the county, there are no installers within Cortland County at this point. 

NY Jets

The Sheriff said that the NY Jets Green & White scrimmage went well. There were approximately 1,536 cars parked at the college. There were about 136 cars in the “county” Smith Corona lot, and another 40 in a car dealership lot. The Sheriff estimated about 60 hours of overtime for the event.
