	RESOLUTION #1
	Authorize Agreement – Chief Elected Officials of Cayuga and Cortland Counties

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Ms. Davison said this is the standard agreement that has been used for several years. It will be in effect July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011. The agreement names Cortland County as the recipient of the two-count arrangement. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Amend Budget – Dept. of Social Services (TANF)

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Ms. Monroe said that this is 100% federal money used towards a special contract with the YWCA, Aids to Victims of Violence program. There will be no local share, but this will be the last year these funds are available. All member voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	· The Office of the Aging is distributing Farmer’s Market coupons to eligible seniors. 
· The countywide senior picnic is scheduled for August 13 at Cortlandville Park. 

· HEAP season begins August 23. 

· A Prescription Drug take-back program will be held Sept. 25. 

· The E&T Grant Administration department has submitted an application for $150,000 grant from the state for an “on the job training” grant. 

· Ms. Monroe stated that the number temporary assistance cases went down in June, but that may not be the case as the year progresses. She further reviewed the DSS caseload statistics.
· Mr. Troy said he will not be able to make the next few months of the HSC committee meetings. 

· Mr. Troy distributed a congregate meals report, giving statistics of meals served at the respective senior centers. Ms. Deloff pointed out that the numbers reflect meals served, not patrons.

· Ms. Monroe updated the committee on the property on Stewart Place. She said the county decided to foreclose on the property in the fall of 2007 based on a Medicaid lien. The county filed a claim in January of 2009, and then again in May and July of 2010. 
· Congress has passed an extension to the FMAP funding which will provide Cortland County with about $680,000. This will still leave a 2011 budget gap of about $830,000. 
· Mr. Lann reported that it does not appear there will be any cuts to the Youth Bureau’s funding this year. 

· The Youth Bureau is offering a PHAT Camp for overweight kids in Cortland County.
