	RESOLUTION 1
	Authorize Hangar Space Lease and Monthly Rental Rate

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. Mr. Fuller said he will pull the previously approved resolution, and said this new resolution calls for a 15-month lease, at a rental rate of $990 per month, and the lease has been re-written. Mr. Willcox said he has not seen the lease, and would like to, based on what happened with the previous agreement. Ms. Briggs asked if the county had to go out to bid for this, as has been done in the past. Mr. Purser said there is no legal requirement to do so, but it is up to the legislature if they want to. Ms. Briggs said she is aware of another interested party they may want to rent, and suggested that Mr. Spallor and 747 Aviation rent the building on a month-to-month basis while the county goes out to bid. She said she has also requested a profit/loss report for the airport, but has yet to receive it. (Chairman Williams provided this document following the meeting). Chairman Williams said it is impossible to run and build a business on a month-to-month lease, and that hurts a local, operational business. He also said that Ms. Briggs and Ms. Arnold approved of these exact terms in previous conversations with him. Ms. Briggs said she has changed her mind. Mr. Ross suggested going out to bid six months prior to the end of this lease agreement, and made a motion to amend the resolution to include that. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. All members voting in favor of the amendment; none opposed. Mr. Willcox said that there are several airplanes within the hangar subleasing and paying rent to Mr. Jones, the existing lease holder, however the lease agreement prohibits such activity without approval, which was not given. Ms. Briggs said she is concerned that Mr. Jones is sub-leasing the county’s property and making more money on that property than the county is. Mr. Fuller called the vote on the amended resolution. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Willcox and Ms. Briggs, who were opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Resolution 2
	Authorize South Main Street Building Foundation Removal Project

	discussion
	Mr. Fuller made a motion to approve. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. Mr. Chambers said that additional foundations were found on the S. Main Street Property, which were not in the original scope of the project. The county is required to provide the site shovel ready. Mr. Murphy explained that this was included as an alternate in the TC3 proposal, but it was at a cost of $55,000. The county can pay the TC3 contractor $55,000, or do it in house for about $41,000 and transfer the funds for the personnel and equipment within the county’s budget. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Willcox and Ms. Briggs, who were opposed. The resolution was approved.
