	Minutes Approval

	RESOLUTION #1 – Authorize Hangar Space Lease and Monthly Rental Rate

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. Mr. Buerkle said the existing lease holder, Mr. Jones, wants to surrender his lease. Mr. Jim Spallor of 7:47 Aviation, runs a flight school, currently with 10 students. He is the biggest fuel purchaser at the airport. He would like to expand his business and would lease this hangar over the next five years. There is one year left on the current lease. Mr. Buerkle added that Mr. Spallor currently rents the small office space from Mr. Jones. Mr. Purser suggested that the resolution include language that allows Mr. Jones out of the lease. Ms. Briggs made a motion that the resolution be amended to state that, in accordance with the contract, and upon payment of any due bills, Mr. Jones by allowed to terminate the current contract. Mr. Ross seconded that motion. All members voting in favor of the amendment. Mr. Fuller called for a vote on the amended resolution. All members voting in favor, none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Household Hazardous Waste Collection

Mr. Chambers said the collection date was Aug. 28 from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. There were 76 residents who participated. He noted that the state has still not provided the payment from the 2009 collection.
Sale of Highway Equipment
Mr. Chambers said the crusher for the county’s gravel operations is not meeting necessary standards regarding emissions and noise. The crusher has not been used in two years, as the work has been contracted out, resulting in savings in production costs, and a better product. He said he would like to sell the equipment at on on-line auction site. Mr. Troy made a motion to sell the equipment at auction. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Mr. Fuller and the committee asked that Mr. Chambers look into the possibility of selling it as scrap metal. Mr. Troy withdrew his motion, pending an estimate for scrap metal. 
Dwyer Park
Mr. Williams said he will contact John Morgan, who is painting the County Office Building, about the possibility of painting the pavilion at Dwyer Park. 
Landfill/Thermal Gasifier – Lee Miller

Ms. Miller spoke about the technology involved in thermal gasifiers, and made a distinction that these are not incinerators. She said the gasifiers can eliminate all kinds of waste by heating it to a gaseous state, where nothing is released. The gas is then burned, creating water released as steam, and CO2. She said the ash can be separated to remove toxins like heavy metals, which can be resold. The clean ash can be used at the dump or sold.
