	Authorize Agreement – Sheriff’s Department/AAT Communications System Corporation

	discussion
	Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. This is for the back up recorder and is used to play old recordings for the courts. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #2
	Authorize Agreement – Sheriff’s Department/911 Center – New World Systems Corp.

	discussion
	Sheriff Price said that this software is for the 911 center, the patrol laptop computers, data collection and more. This is the same contract as last year. The committee discussed problems that several departments have experienced over the last year with this software. Ms. Gofkowski asked that the resolution be tabled until next month, and that a meeting with New World Systems be held to work out the problems. Mr. Park agreed.

	resolution #3
	Increase Salary – Court Attendants

	discussion
	Ms. Gofkowski made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Cobb. Sheriff Price said that a raise has not been given to the court attendants since 2008, and that the money is reimbursed through the state. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

	resolution #4
	Accept FY09 State Homeland Security Grant Program – Fire & Emergency Management

	discussion
	Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. Mr. Duell explained that this grant has been received each year since 2003, but the amount has decreased each year. The grant provides money for the NIMS consultant, training, and respirators. This can also be used for part of the interoperable communications project. Next year the money will be earmarked for the Health Department. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #5
	Amend and Update Agreements – Alternatives to Incarceration (NYS Division of Probation and Correctional Alternatives)

	discussion
	Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Cobb. Ms. Cutia explained that this is the contract for reimbursement of funds from the state, that has been the same since about 1985. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	Leandra’s Law implementation
Ms. Cutia said there have been two people DWI arrests which may result in the installation of the devices, however one of them was on an ATV, so will likely not be done. Mr. Suben said that in some cases those arrested may find a way around the law by signing the vehicle over to another family member.
Weights & Measures
Mr. Moses said that the heating season is coming, and if people want their firewood checked, he must be present for delivery. He said that HEAP keeps a list of firewood dealers. Mr. Moses said that there is little control over firewood providers sending in vouchers to the state for deliveries that may or may not have been made to HEAP recipients, or deliveries that were short on cord wood. The state pays the vendors directly, rather than through the county. Ms. Gofkowski will speak to our local HEAP representatives in the Office for Aging, and will discuss this at the October meeting.
Fire & Emergency Management
The bid opening for the Interoperable Communications Project will be Sept. 10. The bids will be reviewed and discussed at the October meeting.
