	RESOLUTION #1 – Award Construction Contract – Main Hangar MH1 Renovations

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. Mr. Buerkle distributed a handout that provided information on the grant for this project. He said that there are $297,000 in grant funding, with a $33,000 match. Mr. Buerkle explained that the funding was in place, in accordance with resolution 196-09. Mr. Fuller asked who would be overseeing the work on the project. Mr. Buerkle said that he will be doing that, and that the county will work with McFarland Johnson to do the submittal review. Mr. Murphy asked who would be reviewing and approval change orders. Mr. Buerkle said there is a change order contingency in the bids, and that they will be reviewed and approved by himself and Mr. Murphy. Mr. Murphy said he thinks that McFarland Johnson should be reviewing and making a recommendation on the change orders. Mr. Buerkle said that is not in the original scope of work with them, and that he thinks he can handle it. This grant will pay for new electric, new floor, and exterior walls on two sides. Mr. Troy pointed out that all three contract will go to local companies. All members voting in favor, except Ms. Briggs, who was opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Sale of Used Highway Equipment
Mr. Ross made a motion to allow the sale of the used Highway Equipment. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. Mr. Chambers said there is a variety of surplus equipment to be sold, particularly the crusher. The county is contracting out for crushing now, and saving money in doing so. The crusher is not in the replacement plan, and the revenue will go back into the equipment fund. Ms. Gofkowski asked about setting a reserve on the crusher. Mr. Fuller said the reserve could be set just above what the machine would get as scrap. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
Dwyer Park Survey – SUNY Cortland
Ms. Arnold made a motion to approve the Dwyer Park Survey of handicap accessibility by SUNY Cortland students. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Ms. Briggs said that she would like to have had this information sooner than she did, and asked about insurance coverage of those who will be at the park. Mr. Purser said this is a public park and he doesn’t see any additional liability than any other visitor. Mr. Chambers will work with Mr. Purser to acquire a certificate of liability insurance, if necessary. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
