	Other Discussion Items

	discussion
	· The Office of the Aging distribute Farmer’s Market coupon books to eligible seniors. There were 580 books handed out, each containing five $4 coupons.
· Ms. Deloff said the Aging Department is working with the Sheriff’s Office to implement the Project LifeSaver Program. The program is to help track people if they are missing or wandering. The county received a grant to pay for the equipment. The clients must have a 24-7 caregiver. Several other counties have already started this. The cost will be about $300 per person, and provides each client with a bracelet that must be worn. The sheriff’s department will change the batteries on a monthly basis. 
· Ms. Sandwick thanked the legislature for making a declaration of October as Disabilities Employment Awareness Month. She added that a new weekly column will be featured in the newspaper.

· Ms. Monroe said that the Temporary Assistance caseloads had ballooned in 2009, but 2010 has not been as high. The total caseload statistics have also dropped by about 20, from July 2009 to July 2010. There is a higher percentage of clients, 43%, who are entirely new to the DSS system. There has also been an increase in cases from out-of-county and out-of-state cases. 

· Mr. Bullock reported that the VA Secretary has finally published the Rules for benefits covering three new medical conditions. 

· The tentative budget will be provided in mid-October. Ms. Price asked that a special meeting of the Human Services Committee be held October 7 at 11 a.m. for the committee to review the 2010 department budget requests. Ms. Arnold said if cuts were going to be made to Senior Centers that the towns be informed as soon as possible. She said she would also like to see the aid position added back to the Truxton center. The HSC committee will review the department budgets in the following order: E&T, Veterans, Youth Bureau, Aging and finally DSS.
· Ms. Price distributed a report on the Pro-Act Prescription Drug Discount Card. According to the report there was a total of $100,675.87 saved by county residents. 
· Mr. Troy said the Nutrition Board did not meet in August, but will be meeting again Sept. 28. He will be unable to attend and asked for a volunteer to go in his stead. 

· Mr. Troy said the Youth Bureau Board met in early August, and will be holding a retreat Sept. 14.
