	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of September 7, 2010, and the Sept. 14, 2010 Special Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. Mr. R. Parker asked that he be marked as excused from the Sept. 14 meeting. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved, pending the correction.

	resolution #1 
	Authorize Agreement – 6th Judicial Court District

	discussion
	Mr. Park made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. Mr. B. Parker explained that this is an annual renewal of a five-year contract. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	resolution #2
	Accept Proposal/Authorize Contract – Kraft Power Corp.

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Steger. This contract is for generator maintenance at various county buildings. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Accept Proposal/Authorize Agreement – Boilers Treatment 

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Steger. Mr. B. Parker said there is no increase in price from 2010, and the company will provide the proper DEC documentation. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #4
	Authorize Contract – Jail Camera Wiring (Cortland Electronics/Information Technology)

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Park. Mr. Hess explained that the initial company backed out after realizing they could not do the work. The second lowest bidder did not follow specs, so the third was selected. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	Courthouse Stairs – Historic Preservation

Mr. B. Parker said that if no state or federal funds are used to repair the courthouse stairs, then plans do not need to be reviewed by the NYS Historic Preservation Office. He noted that the courthouse is no the state and national historic register. The initial cost estimates from Paul Yaman were about $125,000, but did not include architecture and engineering costs, or a prevailing wage rate, which Mr. B. Parker estimates could raise the cost of the project to between $300,000 and $500,000. Mr. B. Parker said the Highway Department has declined to do the work, as they do not have the time or the expertise. Mr. Murphy suggested that Crawford & Stearns do a preliminary review of the stairs, free of charge. Mr. Spaulding made a motion that Crawford & Stearns be contacted, and also that Mr. Willcox contact the Highway Department to further investigate the work being done in house. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Uniform RFP Approval
Mr. B. Parker is awaiting approval of the RFP from the County Administrator. He will be asking the current vendor to extend their contract to the end of the year. The committee agreed. 
Autoscrubber
Mr. B. Parker said the current autoscrubber is about 13 years old, and in need of About $2,500 worth of repairs. A new machine will cost about $5,000, and money can be found within the budget. Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the purchase of a new autoscrubber. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
S. Main Street Storage Facility Access
Mr. B. Parker explained that the city has deeded back the alley which provided access to the storage building on S. Main Street. Mr. Joe Armideo is one of the property owners. The committee asked Mr. Purser to review this by calling Mr. Armideo and TC3. 
Fire Extinguisher Inventory
Mr. Evener indicated that the inventory is almost complete. To date there are 273 fire extinguishers listed, including 61 in the various Highway vehicles. The complete list should be ready for the November meeting.
Jail Roof
Mr. Park asked if there has been any progress regarding the jail roof. Mr. B. Parker said he has not received a response from any interested company, aside from an initial estimate from Paul Yaman. Mr. R. Parker indicated that the EPDM rubber roofing is not an option, as it can not be used around various vents. 
DMV/Board of Elections Building
Mr. Evener said he has not gotten any response from Diamond & Theil, the general contractor for the DMV construction. He said there are a number of changes that need to be made to the building prior to the warranty running out in November, and asked that the legislature assist in getting this work done. The committee agreed that a registered letter should be sent to the company from the County Attorney.
