	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Park made a motion to approve the minutes of October 26, 2010 budget review meeting. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

Mr. R. Parker made a motion to approve the minutes of November 2, 2010. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

Mr. Park made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 12, 2010 Special Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Authorize Agreement – Information Tech. (MUNIS)

	DISCUSSION
	Mr. Waldbauer made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. There was no discussion. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	RESOLUTION #2
	Authorize Agreement – Information Technology  (Time Warner Business Class)

	DISCUSSION
	On motion of Mr. Park. Seconded by Mr. Waldbauer. Mr. Hess explained that the county received three quotes for this phone service and this was the least expensive. They are also working with the county attorney regarding the existing contract, as the county was not notified of the renewal or expiration of the previous contract with Pay-Tech. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Fire Extinguishers
Mr. Evener provided an inventory of all fire extinguishers in the county, totaling 329. He noted that the tags on the extinguishers at 37 Church Street had not been changed out since 2004, and Dwyer Park since 2008. Mr. B. Parker said this was a problem of access to the facilities, and the company will be returning to fix the problem. The contract with the current vendor expires at the end of December. Mr. Waldbauer said that the corrections should be done prior to the expiration of the contract and to have Mr. Purser draft a letter if necessary.
Snow Removal
Mr. C. Miller said that the department is in need of a snow pusher to maximize efficiency during and following snow storms. Mr. Park made a motion to purchase the pusher. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
DMV/Elections Building Doors
Mr. B. Parker read a letter from Access to Independence regarding handicapped accessibility at the River Street building. He said the soap dispensers have been moved and the doors are still compliant. He said he has estimates on electronic doors from Fingerlakes Glass and Stanley. He said there have been over 50,000 transactions at the building, and to date – only two complaints.  Mr. Purser said if the doors on in compliance with state regulations then the county has no legal obligation to install new doors. No further action was taken.
NYPA Audit
Mr. B. Parker said that a letter has been sent to NYPS indicating the county’s contract with National Grid for the lighting project, and requesting a new proposal from NYPA without the lighting, but including the boilers. Mr. Williams said that the NYPA funding is not fixed, but the county can buy out or opt out at any time.  Mr. B. Parker said the preliminary estimates for savings in the County Office Buiding will be about $4,200 per month, of which $2,200 per month for two years will pay for the project. Mr. Waldbauer committee stressed that because the lighting is being done by another firm, the committee should still be aware that the boilers need replaced. The committee was comfortable with moving forward with the boiler project with NYPA. No vote was taken. 

	Executive Session

Mr. R. Parker made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the terms of the Feher Trash Removal contract. Seconded by Mr. Waldbauer. All members voting in favor; except Mr. Willcox who was opposed.
