	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of Feb. 9, 2010. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Award Trash Removal Bid

	Discussion
	Mr. B. Parker said that he sent out eight bid packages to local and regional providers. He only received two responses – neither of them local. The apparent low bidder is Feher Rubbish Removal, but that if all expenses are factored in, including the length of the agreement, it would still be cheaper to use Waste Management on a three-year state-contract bid. The committee noted that the state bid does not require the hauler use the county landfill, while the bids do. Mr. Bushy made a motion to have a resolution prepared for session awarding the contract to Feher Rubbish Removal. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	
	· Mr. Hess stated that the IT Department is looking for Rules or at least some guidance as to a the process for disconnecting a former employee from the county’s information systems, particularly elected or appointed officials. He would like to include this in a broader draft security policy. The committee recommended Mr. Hess work with the County Attorney’s office in regards to a chain of command in this process. This may also be included in an exit strategy when leaving county employment with the personnel office and Buildings & Grounds in respect to returning county keys.
· Mr. B. Parker said he has received three price quotes for halyard locks at the DMV/BOE site on river street ($555, $509 and $630. Mr. Bushnell made a motion that the Buildings & Grounds Department purchase the least expensive locks. Seconded by Mr. Steger. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Willcox. The motion was approved. 

· Mr. B. Parker has received three price quotes for signs for the DMV/BOE site on River Street. ($609, $1,246, and $756). The low price was from Quali-Graphics. These prices do not include the installation price, as B&G can do that in-house. Mr. Park made a motion to authorize B&G to place an order for the previously approved design. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
· Mr. R. Parker distributed an e-mail from Election Commissioner Howe, which outlines some problems, primarily with furniture, at the DMV/BOE site. Mr. Williams said he will discuss this with the necessary people to see what furniture and what services were paid for, and what still needs to be done. The committee denied a request for special employee parking next to the building. The telephone problem was referred to the IT Department, who had not heard from the BOE regarding any problems.

· Mr. B. Parker said he has received an estimate ($6,635.67) from the Cortland Water Board to terminate three services on River Street at the DMV/BOE. The architect and engineer stated that this should have been taken care of during the demolition of the buildings on the site. Mr. B. Parker said the water lines are currently capped, but that the city and the health department want them disconnected and capped at the water main. Mr. Williams said there is the same concern at the S. Main Street/TC3 site. The committee tabled this discussion to a future meeting.

· Mr. Miller distributed an update on current projects

· Mr. B. Parker requested, and the committee granted approval that B&G install a sign on Central Ave for the Health Department’s Education Department. 

· Mr. B. Parker distributed a packet outlining potential space solutions for the Horizon House, Probation, District Attorney and Mental Health. The committee agreed to review the proposals and discuss them at the April meeting.
