	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of April 6, 2010. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.  

	Discussion Items

	Information Technology Security Policy

Mr. Corpora and Mr. Hess reviewed the IT Security Policy, and noted that the policy calls for a Security Officer to oversee implementation of the policy. The committee decided that Mr. Corpora should be appointed the Security Officer. Mr. Bushnell made a motion to have a resolution prepared for Legislative Session, adopting the Security Policy and appointing Mr. Corpora as Security Officer. Seconded by Mr. Park. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

Keys to the County Office Building

Mr. Park said that some legislators have had problems getting into the building for evening meetings, and asked if legislators could be given keys. Mr. Williams and Mr. B. Parker said that having an additional 19 keys floating around for the building could present a problem. The committee charged the Clerk of the Legislature with ensuring the building is open to the public and legislators for any necessary meetings.

Fire Alarm Systems 
Mr. Evener said that the courthouse and the County Office Building are in need of updates to the fire alarm systems. He distributed information on a company called “Signlink.” Signalink will provide up to 250 portable units that plug in to existing wiring, for about $2,600 at the courthouse. Mr. B. Parker said that up to 60% of the cost may also be covered by the Office of Court Administration. The money is in the budget for this. The committee discussed also outfitting the County Office Building with these alarms, and if there was a discount if the alarms were ordered in a certain volume. Mr. Park made a motion to initially outfit the courthouse with these alarms and then evaluate the effectiveness prior to doing the COB. Seconded by Mr. Waldbauer. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
John Deere Tractor

Mr. B. Parker said the tractor in question is four years old and has about 1,100 hours on it. He said the average home-tractor logs about 50-60 hours per year. The existing tractor is also used for snow removal with a blade or a blower. He would like to purchase a new tractor for about $7,400. The new tractor will require a cab for roll over protection, at an estimated $2,500. This will come out of the existing 2010 B&G budget. In the 2011 the budget request will include funds for a snow broom, as the existing blower and plow are not interchangeable with a new tractor. Mr. Spaulding made a motion to purchase a new tractor off state bid. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
DSS/Board of Elections Space

Mr. Williams said that the former Board of Elections space is vacant, and that it has been requested by the Department of Social Services for a new program. Mr. Park made a motion that DSS be given this space. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Jail toilet

A toilet has malfunctioned in the jail, and both the B&G staff and an engineer from the toilet company were unable to diagnose the problem. The new unit, which has already been ordered, will take 2-4 weeks to receive. It will cost about $2,400 to replace it.
Facilities Tour

The Committee briefly discussed maintenance concerns, specifically in regards to pot holes, entrance doors, window replacement, jail roofs and painting of the façade and Cornish of the County Office Building.
