	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of July 6, 2010. Seconded by Mr. Park. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.  

Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 20, 2010 Special Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Steger. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	resolution #1 
	Authorize Agreement – All-Mode Communications Voice Over IP

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Steger. The maintenance agreement expires at the end of August. This resolution is to extend it through the end of the year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	resolution #2
	Authorize Agreement – All-Mode Communications PBX Maintenance

	discussion
	Mr. Park made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Steger. Mr. Corpora explained that this is similar to the other resolution, but this is for software maintenance. Mr. Williams said to make sure that these numbers are budgeted for in 2011. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	NYPA Audit
The New York Power Authority has provided the 90% design phase for the legislature to review. Mr. B. Parker recommends moving forward with the project. He said he has checked references from similar projects in New York, and all have recommended moving forward with the project. The next step will be going out to bid, but the county is still not bound to working with a specific agency or bound to spending the money to for the project. Mr. Park made a motion to move forward to bidding with the NYPA project. Seconded by Mr. Steger. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
Celtic Fest- Use of Courthouse Park
Mr. Ross requested use of county property in Courthouse Park for the Celtic Festival. The necessary insurance coverage will be provided. Mr. Bushnell made a motion to allow use of the park. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
Sprinkler System
Mr. Parker discussed three different quotes for sprinkler repair and inspection. He is still waiting for two additional quotes, and recommends having the work done at the lowest cost. Mr. Evener said an inspection is required every five years. Mr. Steger made a motion that a resolution be forwarded to the legislature to contract with the company offering the lowest responsible project quote. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Storage at City Armory
The city is looking to utilize space at the armory, and may need the county to take stored equipment out of the facility. The committee discussed use of the storage building on S. Main Street. More space will be available in September when the Moose Lodge equipment is auctioned. Mr. Parker will update the committee after a meeting with the city. 
County Uniforms
Mr. Parker said the contract with Coyne for uniform rentals for all county departments will soon expire, and new bids have not yet come in. He would like authority to extend the contract until bids come in and are reviewed. Mr. Park made a motion to have a resolution extending the current contract. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
S. Main Property/TC3
Geologic is doing core samples on the S. Main Property. Mr. Purser said that the county finished what he thought we were required to do. TC3 is testing the site to ensure the county has met all the soil requirements. He said that TC3 has agreed to pay for the tests, but any further remediation would be at the cost of the county. Mr. B. Parker said that TC3 has asked about the drains in the storage building. He said the county has run a camera through the drains and there is no evidence of any type of contamination. Mr. Park asked if the county will get the same type of “reciprocal” work done when the county takes over the Court Street property. 
Handicapped Access - DMV
Mr. B. Parker said that the entrance is in compliance with handicapped requirements. He said there has been one complaint that he knows of. The initial cost estimates are around $10,000 to $15,000. Mr. Willcox asked why the automatic doors were taken out of the original plans. Mr. B. Parker said that the B&G Committee and the full legislature voted to accept revised plans that cut costs. 
Painting of County Office Building

Mr. Williams asked if the county has received any quotes for the lead abatement of the cornish. Mr. B. Parker said he is still awaiting quotes. He asked four different companies, and either they do not do the required abatement, or the scope of the project is too large. Mr. Williams said he will get a price in writing for the committee. 
Courthouse Steps

Mr. Willcox asked about the status of the courthouse steps. Mr. B. Parker said he has spoken with Yaman Construction, who has given an informal estimate. Mr. B. Parker said that after a general estimate, this project will have to go out to bid, based on the price and the county purchasing policy.
