	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of August 10, 2010. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.  

	resolution #1 
	Authorize Contract – Jail Camera Wiring  (D&T Communications)

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Park. The maintenance agreement expires at the end of August. This resolution is to extend it through the end of the year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Debrillators – Safety Office
Mr. Evener distributed a quote to put three AEDs back into service for the county. The cost is about $1,325. The committee asked Mr. Evener to review this request with the County Administrator, and possibly include it in the 2011 budget request.
Generator and Roofing estimates
Mr. Parker said the estimates for both projects are still coming in and he hopes to have recommendations and/or resolutions at the next meeting.
Uniforms RFP
Mr. Parker said he has provided an amended set of RFP specs to Mr. Purser for review. He said he also has a meeting with NYSID and Ames Linen, which may allow the county to skip the bidding process.  
Fire Extinguishers
Mr. Parker referenced an estimate to update and service the county’s fire extinguishers. Mr. Bushnell said the contract should include a number of extinguishers inspected or serviced, the size of them and the location. Mr. Williams noted that several extinguishers at the airport have not been inspected in years. Mr. Evener said he would provide an inventory of extinguishers and report back to the committee. The topic was tabled until the October meeting.
Tower Repairs
Mr. Parker said the communication tower on the county office building is in need of repair. FEMO Director Bob Duell wants a permanent repair made that will cost between $3,000 and $6,000. Temporary repairs have been made, and Mr. Parker believes the towers will be obsolete anyway if and when the new FCC Interoperable Communications project is implemented.  
Boiler Maintenance
Mr. Steger made a motion that the county contract with Integrated Water to work on the county boilers. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. Mr. Parker will prepare a resolution for said services. 
Storage/City Armory
Mr. B. Parker said there are storage opportunities, but that pallets must be utilized and he would like to purchase a pallet rack, for a cost of about $2,200, which is within the department budget. Mr. park made a motion to purchase a pallet rack. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Courthouse Stairs
Mr. Parker said he has drawings from the mid 1980s for the courthouse stairs repair. He said the work that is not being done by Kash & Sons this fall could/should be scheduled for 2011, and he requested permission to prepare specs are for an RFP or bid. Mr. Spaulding made a motion that the specs be drawn up for the project. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
